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It is with great sadness that I have to advise the 
membership of the passing of former National President, and 
Life Registered Shooter, Mr. Bill Jones. Bill passed away on 
the 7th October aged 70.  Bill chaired the Finance 
Committee for over a decade and should be remembered as 
the man responsible for bringing commonsense and foresight 
to this position.  The current strong fi nancial position of the 
ACTA is doubtlessly due in no small way to Bill’s forward 
planning and persistence over the period he chaired the 
Finance Committee. Bill went on to become National 

President before retiring due to illness. 

Bill was a great personal friend and mentor to many of us and I can only hope that 
we, who follow Bill, can make as much of our lives as Bill did. He has left us all a 
great legacy. I extend our condolences to Bill’s wife Wendy, his 3 daughters and 7 
grandchildren.

The current situation regarding the position of National Coaching Director remains 
unclear. A conciliation hearing before Fair Work Australia reached no agreement 
and subsequently a full hearing before the commission was scheduled.  The claimant 
then withdrew this action only to lodge another at the same time.  This subsequent 
action was then scheduled for a hearing, and then postponed on the same day we 
received advice of the action. This may all seem very confusing, but I really don’t 
know how else to explain the current situation to you. 

The National offi ce has received some correspondence and telephone calls regard-
ing the discontinuation of the Club only membership category. This category was 
originally begun as an incentive to keep old and long serving members as part of our 
Association after they had fi nished their competitive involvement within the sport.  
The maximum allowed in any club was 10% of total membership. Many clubs totally 
disregarded the intent of this and had more than 20% of their membership in this 
class.  It should be obvious to all that this situation could not be allowed to continue.

The fi rst meeting of the ISSF Development Committee was held at Wagga on 
Monday the 24th of October and was attended by local members of Parliament, 
Daryl Maguire and Michael McCormack, ACTA Patron Kay Hull, Russell Mark, 
Don Johnson, Peter Adams, Director of Commerce and Economic Development, 
Wagga Wagga City Council, and myself.  The committee tasked with design, 
funding and construction of International standard ISSF facilities at the National 
Ground, had a very fruitful meeting.  One of the outcomes from the meeting is a visit 
and inspection of the National Ground by The Hon. Graham Annersley MP, NSW 
Minister for Sport, to take place Friday the 28th October.

It is hoped that the committee will be able to achieve their goals to allow 
construction to begin in late 2012.

In the previous year we have had a number 
of developments on the National Grounds as well as completion of the 
purchase of the grounds from the Wagga Wagga City Council. The 
Staff also provide support to the Executive and members in relation 
to the administration of the sport as well as the Executives functions. 
Another major cost is the production of the CTSN. This is produced 
monthly and delivered to members. The quality of the magazine has 
improved over the last few years due to the efforts of the production 
staff at Ironbark Graphics, offi ce staff and the articles and information 
provided by members. The last week of type setting is always a hive of 
activity to fi t articles in, fi nd a suitable and relevant photo for the cover 
and to get the print fi les to the printer on time. The Association, as you 
are aware, provides insurance for all Clubs and members during the 
approved activities of Clubs and information is available on the website 
about this.
The Association is lucky to have experienced and dedicated staff who 
ensure that our operation runs smoothly with very few hiccups for an 
Association which has 13,000 shooters, 267 clubs and 7 States as 
members.
As mentioned in the president’s report the ISSF working party has had 
its fi rst meeting and it was very exciting to see the enthusiasm of the 
members in seeing the benefi ts to the sport of shooting as well as the 
Wagga Wagga region. An additional ISSF facility on the East Coast will 
help the sport to grow and provide greater training opportunities for our 
young members who aspire to International competition

Carnival was this year crammed 

into an action-packed two days 

over October 1st and 2nd. The 

trap carnival is routinely held 

over the Queens Birthday long 

weekend, but the Queen threw 

a spanner in the works when she 

decided to hold a Commonwealth 

Heads of Government meeting 

in Perth in late October. So, her 

birthday weekend changed and 

consequently the WACTA State 

Trap Carnival was a two day 

affair for this year only. As usual, 

the carnival was held at the magnifi cent facilities at the 

Whiteman Park International Shooting Complex. A big 

thanks must go to the kind members of WAGC for allowing 

WACTA to run the carnival on their grounds and thankyou 

to their members that helped.

The Saturday started off splendidly well with good weather and 134 
shooters nominating. The State 25 Pair Double Rise was the fi rst event 
on the programme. Nothing like starting off with a bang, bang. 48 was 
the magical score to get in the shoot off for overall. Phil House from 
the Bunbury Club won this from Neil Suckling and Jason Oliveri, who 
then took fi rst and second in AA Grade. Matt Shipp won fi rst place in 
A Grade. Paul Lange started off his successful carnival by placing fi rst 
in B Grade. Terri-Anne Hale shot an impressive 36/50 to take out fi rst 
in C grade. The State Double Rise Veteran’s Title was awarded to Mike 
Daden. Deb Norrish from Narrogin won the Ladies title. Fraser Prowse 
took the Juniors title.

Once everyone had found a reason for why they missed targets in the 
Double Rise, it was time for the Zone Teams Shoulder to Shoulder 
event. With some excellent teams on paper, this was always going to 
be hotly contested. The Midwest Zone shot fantastically well to win 
with a score of 125/125 (371/375). The team comprised of Gary 
Kelly, Tim Blakeney, Alan Hocking, Michael Boschetti and Jim 
Chandler.

Saturday afternoon played host to the State 50 Double Barrel Event. 
The beautiful weather and strong contingent of shooters made sure 
there were many possibles shot. After the 200 mark in the shoot off 
there were 4 shooters left standing WA shooters, Sam West, Gary 
Kelly, Regan Vodden and the ‘Eastern Stater’ Sox Pilipasidis. Regan 
and Sam dropped out leaving the epic tussle going between Sox and 
Gary. However, it was not to be too much more epic, as Sox missed 
one 8 targets after Sam West dropped out, which left Gary Kelly to be 
named as the WACTA Double Barrel Champion for 2011 with a score 
of 226/226. Sox and Sam fi nished fi rst and second respectively in 
AA. Regan absolutely fl ogged the fellow A graders to take that crown. 
Michael Moffatt won the B grade shoot off and took fi rst with a score 
of 83/84. C grade was won convincingly by Barry Putman 47/50. The 
Veterans was won by Tim Catling with the only 50. Ladies was won by

the only 50. Jaymon 
Dunnet continued 
his fantastic rise in 
shooting by taking out 
the Junior Division 
with a score of 
69/70. The WA State 
Junior Double Barrel 
Champion, which is 
different to the Junior 
State Title, was won 
by Michelle Boase 
from Eastern Gold-
fi elds. Roy Alexander 
(Himself) has 
generously sponsored 
this trophy for many 
years and it awards 
the top 3 junior shooters in the double barrel event. Declan Foley and 
Jaymon Dunnet fi nished second and third respectively.

Sunday morning greeted shooters with some overcast conditions and 
fantastic targets. The State 50 Single Barrel Title was the fi rst event 
for the day. Four shooters shot the possible Gary Kelly, Tim Blakeney, 
David Fox and Elliot Harris. The shoot off lasted 29 targets and saw 
Gary Kelly claim his second state title for the weekend. This left 
Blakeney, Harris and Fox to collect fi rst, second and third in 
AA grade. Glen O’Brien was the winner in A grade. Paul Lange 
continued his good form in B grade and won with a score of 49/50. 
Barry Putman again shot well in C grade and claimed fi rst. Veterans 
winner was Neale Johnson. Carol Betteridge again won the Ladies 
division. Narrogin’s Connor Baker was rewarded for a well shot 47 
taking the Juniors Sash. This also saw Connor win the WA State Junior 
Single Barrel Shane Williams Champion Trophy.

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Men’s Trap Final
Australian marksman Michael 

Diamond beat Italy’s Rodolfo Vigano 

at the shoot off, after a head to head 

duel throughout the fi nal round. 

The Australian champion fi nished on top 
of the podium with an overall score of 142 
(119+23) hits, after beating Italy’s Vigano in 
a shoot off for Gold by 4 to 3 hits. 

Michael, 39, had qualifi ed for this match by 
winning a Silver medal at this year’s ISSF 
World Cup Stage in Maribor. Michael had 
already won three ISSF World Cup Finals, in 
his career, in 1997, 2000 and 2009. 

The World Cup Final Silver medal went 
to Rodolfo Vigano, a 40-year old shooter 
who fi nished in second with 142 (119+23) 
hits, after losing the fi nal shoot off against 
Michael Diamond. He was followed by the 
second Italian fi nalist, world record holder 
Massimo Fabbrizi, 34, who ended up in third 
with a total score of 140 (119+21 hits) after missing his very last target. 

2011 World Championships
Australia sent a team of 16 shotgun shooters to the 2011 
ISSF World Championships in Belgrade, Serbia.

The event ran from September 5-13 with fi ve events contested over 
the six layouts that also held the European Championships earlier
in the year.

19 year-old Kelly Coogan was the standout performer for the Australian 
team, winning the bronze medal in the junior women’s trap.

Kelly fi nished on a total of 68 targets from 75 in the three 25-target 
rounds to tie with two other shooters for second place, sending the 
event into a shoot off for silver and bronze. Kelly, who grew up in 
Cairns but now resides in Darwin, was guaranteed a medal after the 
Italian shooter missed her second target, before Turkey won the silver 
medal after Kelly missed her fi fth target. Kelly summed it up saying she 
was wrapped with her performance “It was more than I had expected 
heading into the event today but I just came in and did my best and am 
really excited with the bronze medal.” “I was pretty nervous in the shoot 
off, but despite missing a couple of targets, I am still really happy with 
the overall result.”

Catherine Skinner fi nished fi fth in the women’s trap in what turned 
into a tight tussle with Indian Shagun Chowdhary for the Olympic 
quota place.

Catherine tied with India’s Shagun Chowdhary in the fi nal, but because 
the Victorian was the fi rst of the two athletes to miss a target in the 
fi nal, India won the one quota place on offer for the 2012 London

Olympic Games. Cather-
ine recorded a total of 72 
targets in qualifying for 
the six-person fi nal in a 
fi ve way tie for second, 
before shooting 17 targets 
in the fi nal, while China’s 
Yingzi Liu equalled the 
world record in winning 
the gold medal with a 
score of 96.

Skinner also combined 
with fellow team members Suzy Balogh (Sydney, NSW) and Laetisha 
Scanlan (Berwick, VIC) to fi nish fourth in the women’s trap team event. 
Balogh scored a total of 69 targets, while Scanlan fi nished on 68, with 
the Australian team combining to score 209, just two targets shy of 
China in the bronze medal position.

In other results Lauryn Mark ended with a total of 68 targets from a 
possible 75 in the women’s skeet, with 72 being the score required to 
make a shoot off for the fi nal. Australia’s number one ranked women’s 
skeet shooter fi nished 25th overall, with her last round of 25 providing 
a good confi dence boost for the 31 year old who fi nished fourth at the 
2004 Athens Olympic Games.

Adam Vella and Michael Diamond both fi nished the fi ve rounds of 
competition in the men’s trap on a score of 121 from 125, with 122 
making a shoot off for the six-person fi nal. Michael entered the fi nal 
day of the men’s trap on 74 targets from 75 and shot a perfect 25 in his 
fourth round, before hitting 22 targets in his fi nal round.

Overall the Australian team shot four performance qualifying scores 
across the week-long event and will now have their sights set on the 
Oceania Championships at the end of November.

Landmark 100

 Ist place winner Ben Howard
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From humble beginnings in Azerbaijan Republic to Inter-

national merit in Shotgun Shooting, Valeriy Timokhin has 

established a successful career in coaching young achievers.

Valeriy Timokhin was born on 15thApril 1959, in the small city of 
Shakhti, 200km south of Moscow. When he was about two years old 
his family moved to Baku, the capital of Azerbaijan Republic, where 
Valeriy lived until 1997. Valeriy graduated in 1984 from Azerbaijan State 
University, with a degree in Physical Culture and Sports.

Valeriy the shooter
Valeriy began shooting when he was 14 years old. He recounts, “The 
Shooting club was just 15 minutes’ walk from my home, and I could 
hear the shooters as they trained. My older brother was the fi rst to begin 
trap shooting, and after a year of accompanying him at training, he 
encouraged me to take up the sport.”

“We did not have enough of cartridges at that time, so my practice was 
limited to just fi ve to eight shots. That didn’t deter me in my pursuit of 
the sport and I continued to attend every possible practice session.”

Valeriy’s fi rst coach was a woman, Raisa Bagdasarova, a many-time 
Champion of the USSR. After four years of competing, Valeriy won the 
Junior Championship of USSR and was invited to the National team of 
USSR as a Junior.

“That was big achievement for me, and I was very proud,” Valeriy said.

“After that, I represented the USSR in many European and World 
competitions. I was a winner at the Junior World Championship, and 
went on to earn a few medals at European Championships, World 
Championships, World Cups and World Cup Finals.”

Valeriy has been a World Record Holder twice – in 1989 (223out225) 
and in 1995 (124out of 125). In 2000, he was one of the fi ve athletes in 
Azerbaijan Republic to have received the coveted ‘Best Athlete of the 
Century’ title. During his time as a competitor, Valeriy has participated 
in three Olympic Games, but has unfortunately never been a medallist.

Valeriy the coach
Valeriy began his coaching career in 1997, in Lebanon, where he coached 
the Lebanese team in the lead up to the Arabic Games. The leader board 
saw Lebanon win Silver in Skeet individual and Silver in the Team 
event. 

Valeriy was then invited by the Kuwait Shooting Federation to coach the 
Kuwaiti Skeet team until the Sydney 2000 Olympics. 

“During this period the Kuwaiti skeet team won a Bronze team medal at 
the World Championship, and were absolute leaders in most Arabic and 
Asian competitions. Skeet shooter Abdulla Al Rashidi won two World 
Championships in a row in the individual event, while other Kuwaiti 
shooters won several medals in the World Cups and World Cup Finals.

“From 2000 till 2004 I was coaching the Qatari Skeet team, which also 
earned many high achievements, including a Gold (individual) and Gold 
(team) at Asian Games 2002, and many medals in Asian and Arabic 
competitions. In Athens 2004, Skeet shooter Naser Al-Attiya took Fourth 
place in the Skeet event.”

Valeriy on Australia
Valeriy immigrated to Australia in 2005, along with his wife Tatyana 
and daughter Kristina. He began working with Australian International 
Shooting Limited in 2006, just before the Commonwealth Games in 
Melbourne.

“Ever since I began coaching in Australia, my goal has been to prepare 
a new generation of shooters to take on a future place in the National 
team, following the likes of Michael Diamond, Russell Mark, Adam 
Vella, and so on.

“After a few years of work, we are now seeing younger talent rising. 
These young shooters are already achieving good results and are at 
the top of AISL’s Ranking, as they continue to achieve medals at 
International events.”

Valeriy’s commitment to the shooting sports is undeniable. He believes 
that a shooter should practise with 100 per cent preparation for each 
target, while being mindful of resources – mainly time and money.

“While in competition, a shooter should fi ght until the last target, 
without being distracted or affected by the score already achieved,” 
Valeriy said.

We have now managed to have on the website, searchable copies of basic-
ally all issues of CTSN from 1949 to 1990 and we are continuing to work 
on the issues after that date to bring all copies online sometime in 2012

To check out the new digital archive of our CTSN and to test its search 
facility you should go to our website www.claytarget.com.au. Near the 
top of the web page you will see a list of links: HOME – EVENTS – 
RESULTS – CTSN – MEMBERSHIP etc. Click on CTSN and that will take 
you to a page that shows two choices: 1 SEARCH and 2 DOWNLOAD.

Check out both if you wish, but I like the download option. Once you 
select this you will see a page that has a line of decades along the top, 
select the decade, the  year and the issue that you wish to search.

Click on the fi le and the PDF will then stream into your web browser. 
You will then be able to search and or save the fi le for later reference. 
To utilise the search facility you will need to fi nd the search facility in 
Acrobat reader. If you are on a Mackintosh computer you will most 
likely see an icon in the menu bar that will appear as a pair of binocu-
lars, if this is not easily visible simply hit the the “command + f” keys 
together  and it will open a box that will allow you to type in the search 
reference you require. If you are using a Windows computer and cannot 
fi nd the binocular search icon simply hit the “alt + f” keys together and 
type in your search requirement.

Remember, this archive is a work in progress and cannot be completed 
until we have copies of all the CTSN issues.

(b) the proposed sale is to be arranged by or through a licensed fi rearm 
dealer and the advertisement contains such particulars as may be 
prescribed by the Regulations”.

The Regulation states, “For the purposes of section 54(b) of the Act, the
 following particulars are prescribed in relation to an advertisement for the 
sale of a fi rearm that is arranged by or through a licensed fi rearms dealer.

 (a) the licence or permit number of the seller,

 (b) the name and address of the dealer concerned.”
The Firearms Act 1996 applies to both the Publisher and the individual 
placing the advertisement. Failing to abide by this Section attracts a 
maximum fi ne of $5,500.

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Motivated shooters achieve. 

How do we know someone is motivated? 
They act like it. According to Burton & 
Raedeke (2008), Motivation is refl ected by 
three behaviours:

Choice:  Motivation shows in the choices athletes make regarding 
setting goals, practising, off fi eld training, mental rehearsal, etc.

Effort:  Motivation is also refl ected in how much effort the athlete or 
shooter gives – how intensely they train, complete strive to achieve 
their goals.

Persistence:  Motivation levels can be seen in how long athletes 
persist in striving to attain their goals, especially in the face of 
adversity and obstacles.

Achievement goal theory suggests that two major goal perspectives 
operate in an achievement context such as sport: a task orientation 
and an ego orientation. Put simply, a task orientation implies that 
one participates in an activity for its own intrinsic properties. The 
enjoyment of the game, the way we feel when we smoke the target, 
or catch a great wave, or sink a tricky putt. There is a great inner 
sense of satisfaction when we do well or when we have achieved a 
personal best. Ego orientation (or outcome goal orientation) on the 
other hand has participants striving to demonstrate superior ability 
compared to everyone else or avoiding the demonstration of incom-
petence. Both these orientations are within all of us. For most part, 
ego orientation can get in the way of us achieving our best. Because 
we are focusing on ourselves as opposed to the task we tend to let 
our mind drift back to the past (where we can formulate judgements 
about past performances or about our ability). Ego orientation also 
lets us think about the future (where we can develop anxieties and 
worries about failure or discredit). A good way to deal with goal 
orientation during the competition is to focus on the process (the 
task: shooting the target) and let the product (the score, the trophy) 
look after itself. 

For most people the idea of motivation involves the last minute, 
pre-game pep talk, where the coach gets the team aroused and moti-
vated. This idea needs to be discarded. The proper time to work on 
sustaining motivation is outside the competition. 

What are the long-term motivational strategies? John Eliot, writing 
in The Sports Psych Handbook, argues that motivation strategies 
should foster autonomy, competence and connectedness. It is 
interesting to note that these qualities are also inherent in mental 
toughness and resilience.

Push the Edge: Find your weakness and get excited about where 
your game will be after you change it. Using mental rehearsal and 
visualization techniques can speed up the process of changing your 
weaknesses into strengths. 

Experience success: Use mastery learning techniques to acquire new 
skills. By this I mean break-up the process into smaller, easier steps 
and do not move on until you have mastered the pre-requisite skill.  
It is important to keep a journal of your performances so that you 
know when you are more successful.

Change your thinking: It is important that only your successes go 
into your long-term memory. There is no need to remember past 
failures.

Get involved: Autonomy directly improves motivation, and the 
greatest contributor to autonomy is having some control or input 
into the decisions that affect you. You should feel some ownership of 
the training rules, competition choices, and strategy decisions.

Praise others: You will not be able to see the positive and exciting 
aspects of your performance, if you can’t see the positives and 
exciting things of others. Delight in someone else achieving a 
personal best or winning the event. Also you will develop a sense 
of connectedness when you have an awareness of the contributions 
others make.

Put yourself fi rst: As human beings, we are least productive when we 
are distracted by confl icting basic drives. By this I mean that you 
cannot perform well if you are hungry, dehydrated or tired. Make 
sure you eat properly, stay hydrated and get enough rest.

Find motivated peers: Both on and off the tracks spend time with 
people who want to accomplish great things, and aren’t afraid to 
talk about it or get excited about your dreams and vision. Effective 
support is vital for motivation.

It is also important to avoid those “motivational black holes”; those 
people who are negative, critical, and focus on the distractions and 
what cannot be achieved.

Think Positively: There is always a conversation going on in your 
head, it is usually subconscious. If you start paying it conscious 
attention, then make sure it is positive and focuses on what you 
can do. Don’t get hung up on diffi culties, distractions and losses. 
If a negative thought appears, acknowledge it, but ask yourself will 
it help you achieve your goals? If not discard it for a more positive 
thought.

Remember your Dream:  Spend time frequently reconnecting with the 
real reason you are competing. Don’t be disheartened by losing or 
failure. Just learn from the experience.

To sum up several aspects regarding motivation are important. 
Firstly, motivation starts with a sense of purpose. Remember that 
intrinsic, process orientated motivation is preferred to extrinsic, 
goal orientated motivation. Secondly, does the athlete see a differ-
ence between just beating his opponents and making personal best 
performances.  Next, with respect to team sports, are the team 
members focused on what the team can achieve or are they 
concerned with their own individual performances. Finally, work 
out what values are important for the athlete, and frame feedback 
to mirror these values.

This article was 
recently passed 
onto Robert Nugent 
by Grant McPher-
son – Rockhampton 
Gun Club and tells 
the story of Mr 
Bruce McPherson 
from the Moree 
Gun Club who, 
after fi ring his fi nal 
shot in an event, 
was surprised not 
only to see the 
target keep going 
but to discover that 
rather than lead, 
the cartridge had 
propelled a paper 
message from the 

barrel.

The letter, once trans-
lated, established that 
the message was from 
a young Italian girl, 
who unable to travel 
the world was anxious to have the fi nder, or rather the shooter, send her postcards and 
photos from their town/country. In return she offers to exchange postcards from Italy. 

The story was fi rst published in the Moree “North-West Champion Newpaper”, in 
September 1967 and 
even though it is a 
unique shooting story, 
was apparently not 
printed in the CTSN.

The letters and 
news-paper clipping 
have been scanned 
from photocopies, the 
quality is not great 
but hopefully you will 
fi nd the letters and the 
article interesting.
