The ICTSF World Sporting Clays have been concluded in
New Zealand and congratulations to Renae Birgan for
taking the Overall Womens section. Damien Birgan and
John Younger finished in the top 6 Overall, and our Super
Veterans team of Murray Sutherland, Max Kavanagh and
Bryan Rafferty took out the Overall in their category, well
done all. A complete set of results and photographs appear
elsewhere in the magazine.

The World ICTSF body met in New Zealand and several
decisions that will affect ACTA were made. All future
ICTSF events ie: Sporting, Skeet and DTL are to be conducted under the CPSA rules.
This means if we are to conduct the ICTSF World Skeet in 2012, the event must be
shot English Skeet. England also advised that effective immediately they will not

The newly formed Legal and Governance committee is already active with one
conflict of interest matter and a review of our suspension procedures before them for
consideration. The committee is comprised of Allan Vilcins (Chair) and Rob Fox both
from the Board and Kelvyn Prescott and Ms Kay Hull. Kelvyn comes from a judicial
background and many would know Kay as the former Wagga Wagga deputy Mayor
and Member for Riverina. Kay has had previous involvement in Sports

judiciaries. | thank these persons for taking on volunteering for this onerous and
sometimes unpleasant role.

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As the President of the Australian Clay
Target Association (ACTA) it is with pleasure
that | bring you my 2010 annual report.

Our membership for the 2010 year increased
from 2009 by 519 to 13040 members.
Whilst this is a substantial increase, full
member category was down by 489 with
a large increase in veterans and club only
members.

The Association traded well during the year
showing a profit of $281,167. This income
stream continues to fund development
on the National ground without any bor-
rowings. The Association assets remain insured with Zurich Australia
Insurance Limited and adequate public liability and Association liability
covers all levels of administration.

not in arrear with his or her registration fees.

POLICY

Any person shooting at a ACTA affiliated Club or Ground must be
either a current member of the ACTA or a genuine visitor.

A genuine visitor may shoot at an ACTA member club however
they must sign the visitor book and may only shoot at three visits
to the club prior to being required to join. Membership of an ACTA
member club must also include membership of the relevant State
Association and the ACTA.

Attendance was 78 shooters which was disappointing considering National
teams were to be selected based on performances. The team competed in
the World Championships conducted by the International Clay Target
Shooting Federation (ICTSF) in 2011 in Paeroa, New Zealand.

Australia returned successfully from the ICTSF World DTL compe-
tition in South Africa with Darryn Nicholls winning the overall world
championship and Jack Collicoat winning the Junior World Champion-
ship. Congratulations to both shooters from all of the membership.
Congratulations to the team which competed in Delhi in the 2010
Commonwealth Games with Michael Diamond and Adam Vella winning
the Gold Medal Men’s Trap Pair and Michael winning the Silver medal
in the Men’s Trap Individual. Laetisha Scanlan and Stacy Roiall equalled
the men’s effort in the Women'’s Pairs Trap to win the Gold medal. Well
done to all competitors for their efforts.

The junior development squad has been expanded with the introduc-
tion of an 18 — 23 Youth Development Camp in addition to the existing
under 18 squad. The National coaching director Mr Graeme Boyd and
his staff ran a number of Junior Development camps and our apprecia-
tion is extended to Graeme and his team for their continued support in
the delivery of this program.

The National Office had only one major change during the last year.
The National Executive Officer, Tony Turner resigned from his position
in November for personal reasons. Board member Peter Haley volun-
tarily acted in this position until the close of this year. Note: The new
Executive Officer, Mr Chris Gibson was appointed after the selection
process and commenced on the 21st of February 2011.

Scope

HOW TO VISUALISE

| was asked at the Hunter Sports Academy
junior camp recently: “How do you visual-
ize?” | was rather surprised by the question
because | naturally assumed that everyone
could create a picture of something in
their head. | asked the person, “Do you
daydream?” and when she answered yes, then | was able to say that
visualization is just like daydreaming.

Visualisation or mental imaging is a skill that can be used to improve
performance. Visualisation, according to Syer & Connolly (1984) is
the process of watching yourself, as if on a screen, in your mind’s eye.
Whilst you watch yourself you consciously evoke and guide daydreams,
in which you appear, towards a specific end.

A number of terms are often used interchangeably with visualisation.
These include mental imagery, mental rehersal, ideomotor training,
visual motor behavioural rehearsal. Mental imaging includes auditory
and kinaesthetic (feeling) components as well as visual components;
therefore, if you visualise yourself moving, you may see, hear and feel
yourself moving. Visualisation is the most commonly used term and for
the purposes of this article | will stay with it.

For those readers who have been following these articles since | stared
in 1999 you will be aware of the concept of self doubt being developed
by the two halves of the brain in conflict. In essence this idea comes
from the work of Tim Gallwey, author of The Inner game of Golf and
The Inner Game of Tennis. He examines the how the mind creates self
doubt because the Self 1 (the verbal left side of the brain) gives a range
of instructions and coaching tips to Self 2 (the non-verbal/motor right
side of the brain) who has to perform the task, with the result being that
the muscles tense up and the shooter looses their natural flow. If you
are relatively new shooter then you may wish to read some of my earlier
articles or read “Inner Game of Golf.” One of the useful techniques to
limit self doubt is visualization.

Visualisation, is a tool that can be used to limit self doubt because it
incorporates the language that the body understands. Muscles and the
nerves that are needed to move muscles, do not understand language,
therefore when we tell them what to do, they tighten up because they
do not understand our instruction. If however, we show them a mental
picture then what is needed is clearer and is in a form that they can
use. If you had to learn golf, trap shooting or a waltz, from the verbal
instructions, most people would end up confused and unable to do what
was expected. However, when we show the learner, what to do and
better still when the task is broken up into small steps, learning is easier,
understandable and more fun. Several years ago | went with a group of
young cyclists to the Olympic veladrome to assist them in learning track
racing. None of the youngsters had ever ridden on the veladrome nor
had they completed a team pursuit. The coach started to tell them what
they needed to do, but you could see that they were becoming confused.
Even though they were familiar with what they had to do through
watching it on TV we organized an experienced team to show them. We
then took them to an area where we could do a relaxation exercise and
whilst in the relaxed state we got them to visualize what they had just
seen. We also got them to visualize themselves doing it.

The learning process is accelerated when we visualise what we have to.
The brain cannot distinguish between what is real and what is imagined,
so if we wish to practise a skill, then doing it over and over in our mind
will reinforce what we have learned and accelerate the generalisation
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process of the skill. It must also be noted that the same goes for visual-
ising faults and mistakes, so it is important that the correct skill is being
visualised.

Visualisation also affects physical functioning. If you visualise a physical
action, state or process and your emotional functioning can be affected
if you visualise an emotional state or process. Research in the 1930s
demonstrated that when a person imagined tensing and relaxing a
muscle group, he could influence that muscle group without doing any
actual tensing or relaxing.

Visualisation can be different for different situations and Syer & Connolly
draw a distinction between two classes of visualisation; Problem-solving
and mental rehearsal. Problem-solving involves using visualisation to aid
concentration, reduce anxiety and physical tension or to suggest possible
courses of action. Mental rehearsal is the process of imagining yourself
performing a specific movement or skill. For the trap or skeet shooter,
mentally rehearsing the shot they are about to perform will quieten the
mind because it has just seen the target break and therefore let the body
shoot the target with interfering with a lot of useless verbal instructions.
Visualising hitting the target should be an integral part of your pre-shot
and post-shot routine.

How to visualise

Effective visualisation is easier if it is learnt through the assistance of a
sports psychologist as the learning of visualisation involves helping the
athlete relax, giving appropriate instructions and affirmations, asking
the right questions and noticing significant expressions. Some guide-
lines for learning visualization, according to Connolly and Syer, are;

Start with relaxation. Visualisation takes place on a more subtle level
than physical activity. Relaxation will help you learn new skills faster
or consolidate existing skills better because you are doing it without
the conflicting static from physical tension. The tension will interfere
with the communication between the mind and body. Relaxation will
allow this communication to occur as clearly as possible.

Stay alert. To effectively visualise both relaxation and concentration
are essential. Concentration helps make the images stronger and
allows clearer signals and gives more information about any skill
you are visualising.

Use the present tense. Stay in the here and now and instructions that
you give yourself should be in the present tense. This will make the
visualisation more vivid.

Set realistic goals. Whilst it may be fun to imagine yourself as
the world champion or national champion, it will be better if your
visualisation involves imagining realistic steps that you can achieve
in competitions. Imagining shooting a possible, then winning your
grade, then the championship, and so on ... It is important that the
process of shooting the target is visualised and not just the hitting it.

Set specific goals. Your goals in mental rehearsal should compliment
your goals in practise. If you choose a skill you want to improve, make
it specific. Visualise a full round of 25 targets or a round of skeet.

Use your senses. When you visualise, imagine not only what you see
but what you smell, taste, feel, etc. Some people are poor at visual-
izing by “seeing” however they can “feel” the shot or hear the report
or feel the recoil. Visualise all aspects not just what you can see.

Visuale from the inside out and outside in. If you an on the outside
person looking in then you are probably visually orientated. If you
are an inside person looking out, then you are probably kinaestheti-
cally orientated. Follow what feels natural to you but try the other
way from time to time.

Visualise at the correct speed. Normally what you are visualizing
should be done at a ‘real-time’speed. Hoewver there are two expec-
tions. Firstly, when you are setting up the mental rehearsal program
and trying to break a bad habit or change your technique. Slowing
down allows you to isolates specific components.

Practise regularly. Consistency is more important than the length of

the rehearsal. Five or ten minutes everyday sets up a good rhythm.
Start off small: one minute or so and then work up. Overdoing it ie.
30 minutes and it will become a chore and you will lose any benefit.

Enjoy it. It should be fun. It should be positive and should only
ever involve success or correct techniques. If it boring or tiresome
change it.

In the event of any shooter not being able to produce his/her Handicap Card, a duplicate shall be issued for the
duration of the National Championships. This card will then be forwarded to the Club Secretary to enable scores
shot to be recorded.

Note: A $20 fee will be charged for the issue of any duplicate Handicap Card.

Shooters will be Pre Squadded and any interpretation of this will be the responsibility of the Tournament Director.

Each shooter is to take enough cartridges to shoot at 50 targets. A time limit of two minutes will be imposed for the
changeover for each 25 targets. Should the two-minute time limit be exceeded then a penalty of the LOSS OF ONE
TARGET will be incurred.

Shooters who fail to be at their squad on time will be required to shoot at a designated trap at a time suitable to
management

Should a shooter being late for his squad then elect to withdraw from the event he will not be eligible for any refund
of nominations paid.

All shooters must sign the score sheet after each 25 targets. Once a shooter has signed his score sheet he has
accepted his score and grade. Any score sheet not carrying the shooters signature will be credited with the lowest
score recorded.

All competitors will be called upon to referee and/or score throughout the period of competition. The persons’
designated to referee and score must fulfil their obligation to do so. While replacement referee and scorers are
permissible, the penalty of a loss of one target for their failing to officiate shall be made against the officially
designated person. Failure to either referee or score will incur a penalty of the LOSS OF ONE TARGET in the next
event. Should a following event not be programmed then the penalty of the LOSS OF ONE TARGET will be incurred
in the event concerned.

Any unauthorised shooter interfering with or attempting to interfere with the trap will be penalised FIVE (5) TARGETS.
All disputes must be in writing together with $20 deposit, which is refundable subject to the appeal being upheld.

. All disputes and deposits must be lodged with the Tournament Director, who shall arrange a hearing with the

appointed jury.
When team selection is involved, shooters who are eligible for the open team selection as well as section teams
shall choose in which team they will be selected. They cannot compete in both Open and Section teams.

Any eligible competitor paying nominations is entitled to receive awards in the Open section, Womens, Juniors or
Veterans section, however the overall winner cannot take any section prize.

A minimum of three persons must compete in any Grade or Section, including High Gun before sashes, medals
trophies and/or cash are awarded, irrespective of nomination paid.

Pre-Nominations will close at 5pm on Friday 15th April 2011.

Anyone participating in the practice of card playing at the National Championships is expected to be considerate of
the requirements of others, and the presence and behaviour of the card players must not cause inconvenience or
disturbance. Tournament Director to adjudicate.

Any interpretation of the program and conditions of entry will be the responsibility of attending members of the
Executive Committee, whose decision shall be final.

An acceptable standard of dress is required for all competitors, Tournament Director to adjudicate.

Reduced Nominations shall apply to Juniors and Sub-Juniors. Also partners’ entering into the same event whose
nomination is lodged at the same time as a member paying full nomination fees. Shooters paying reduced Noms are
eligible for Overall, Grade and section prizes.

All Competitors must comply with Firearms Licensing Laws in their State of residence and in the State
hosting the National Championships.

Squads of 5 to shoot 50 targets in one visit only to the traps. Squads of 5 to shoot 100 targets in one visit to the
traps or as designated by the Tournament Director.

Payment of the nomination fee only entitles the shooter to enter the event. Changes to the program including the
number of targets shot will not be eligible for any refund.

NSW has been revamping its Junior Development Program to make it
more ‘user friendly’.

As President, | identified some serious shortcomings with a major issue
being the size of our state and trying to bring juniors to a central area for
coaching. The rising cost involved in travel has become a real burden on
the family unit plus the added pressure on a limited number of coaches
and the increasing number of juniors over one weekend. All this
combined makes it difficult to maintain the quality of these clinics.

Following discussions with ACTA Coaching Director and Zone repre-
sentatives, it was decided to concentrate on getting more State coaching
done in Zones using local coaches. This would enable more juniors to
take advantage of these coaching days without the expense, and in some
cases, thousands of kilometres of travel. This also reduces the student-
to-coach ratio and therefore allows more one-to-one quality time.
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Along with the States Junior Development budget, the State Finance
Committee and Secretary have worked hard to successfully secure Sport
Grant Money to help with funding. This funding is to be channelled
into financial support for Juniors to enter Zone and State carnivals and
financially assist Clubs and Zones who take part in State sanctioned
Coaching clinics.

After looking back on the financial costs for 2010 coaching and develop-
ment, it is costing in the vicinity of $15,000 plus per year. The larger
amount of this support covers Junior nominations to State Carnivals for
all disciplines and this feature has proved to be very popular with over
30% of juniors taking up the invitations to attend these carnivals.

What we need now is for as many people as possible to get involved in
coaching at Club and Zone levels so that we can continue to deliver well
trained young shooters to our National program. All State sanctioned
Coaching Clinics are recognised by the ACTA Coaching Committee and
go towards your inclusion in the National program.

We look forward to Junior numbers continuing to increase at Zone and
State Carnivals and see our funding benefiting Juniors and their families
in a sound and practical way.

If you would like further information on our Junior Coaching Pathway
you can call your Zone delegates, the State office or myself.

(b) the proposed sale is to be arranged by or through a licensed firearm
dealer and the advertisement contains such particulars as may be
prescribed by the Regulations”.

The Regulation states, “For the purposes of section 54(b) of the Act, the
following particulars are prescribed in relation to an advertisement for the
sale of a firearm that is arranged by or through a licensed firearms dealer.

(a) the licence or permit number of the seller,

(b) the name and address of the dealer concerned.”
