A full report will be in the next magazine. The four executive
members present at the Skeet hosted an informal meeting during
the event for shooters to have input on their discipline. We take
these comments on board and will consider them all at the
forthcoming Executive meeting. | thank all that bothered to
make some constructive comment and for giving the ACTA the
opportunity to explain why some things are the way they are.

The Association is now well along the path of fully embracing the
Pre-noms method of nomination to all National Titles. This has
been a rocky road and of course along the way there have been
lessons learnt, shooters affected and some upset. | apologise to anybody that has been affected
by these glitches along the way and hope that you can all see the benefits of what your
Executive are trying to achieve by encouraging Pre-noms.

I have spoken personally to some shooters who were affected by the introduction of this process
at the 2010 Brisbane ISSF Nationals. | personally thank them for their understanding and
preparedness to put their Association ahead of themselves in this matter. | also pass on the
Associations appreciation to them.

The pre-nom process will be reviewed at the Executive meeting as the number of entries
nominating late and paying the extra fee at the Trap Nationals this year was much more than
expected.

Last months article on sponsorship went to press with a few omissions from the original
document. Firstly some sponsors want their sponsorship spread across multiple disciplines,
and some do specifically request their sponsorship be directed at particular events. Secondly
some sponsors have been associated with a particular event for many years eg: Winchester
and the Champion of Champions, and to them these Naming Rights are an important part
of the package, and their historical association with the event. Thirdly and probably most
importantly is that the percentage of income given out as payouts (currently 30%) could be
increased by the Executive if attendances and therefore profit continue the current upward
trend.

It is a balancing act keeping the events profitable, but the payouts reasonable, and we are
currently exploring options on how to better manage this. The executive are considered “fools”
if an event loses money and “thieves” when we make a profit. Thankfully for the benefit of the
ACTA most of us prefer to be “thieves”. It is easy to give away large prizes and win popularity
contests with the minority who win, but is this our purpose?

The Association responsibility to run a National event is surely to provide a suitable facility
to conduct an equitable competition for as many members as possible to attend, and provide
suitable recognition to the winners, ie Badges, sashes and medals.

Larger attendances are required if we are to grow our sponsors and traders area, and we are
considering how we can achieve this.

It is with sadness that | have to inform the membership that Vice President Peter Haley has
decided to resign from all positions, due to personal reasons. Peter struggled through the Trap
Nationals this year despite obviously being in a lot of pain.

His support to me as President over the past 12 months has been second to none and | am sure
we all feel he leaves the executive after a job well done. He is definitely a thorough gentleman.
I wish Peter and his wife Sandra well for the future.

I am pleased to report that the purchase of the National Ground has been approved by the
NSW Government and we are now in the 21 day cooling off period. By the time you read this
the purchase will have been completed.

At the time of writing the Executive are due to meet in seven days’ time, so spare a thought for
the 15 members involved who are freely giving 4 or 5 days of their time for this. Our elections
are held during these meetings, and so this could be my last report as President. | thank all
the members for allowing me the opportunity to preside over the Association and hope that
whoever is elected next week, the Association continues to grow and prosper.

ACTA NATIONALS - PRIZE
MONLY DISTRIBUTION

As promised in the June CTSN, the following formula sets out the
way prize money payouts are calculated for National events:

Nomination cost $75 $65

Less GST $6.82 $5.91
Less Trap Levy $5.00 $5.00
Less Environmental Levy - $1.00 $1.00

Amount to calculate Prize Pool ~ $62.18 $53.09

30% of $62.18 or $53.09 goes in to the prize pool

$1 per shooter is then taken out to contribute to the High Gun
payouts.

30% is then paid out to the overall winner and of the remaining
(70%) amount 80% is divided between the grades and 20% goes to
the sections. The amount in the grades (80%) and sections (20%) is
divided by the total number of participants in all the grades and
sections and then multiplied by the number of participants in each
grade and section. The grades totals are then divided between first,
second and third. (Depending on the number of competitors)

When sponsorship is given the cash payout is adjusted to allow for
the sponsorships worth.

SHOOTING NEWS

PRINTING &
MAILING COSTS

Since | first started typesetting CTSN in
1995, | have been continually asked about
its production. The questions invariably run
along these lines:

Why is it printed on a newsprint paper?
Why do we not print on gloss paper?

Why is weight so important?

Why is it smaller than other magazines?
And before we shifted to 4 colour through-

out, one of the most asked questions, why
we could not have full colour?

The single answer to all these inexurably tied
together questions is simply COST.

The most critical costs are of course associ-
ated with the printing. In the time that | have
been associated with the production of CTSN
we have always used a newspaper printer in
Shepparton Victoria (namely Shepparton
News) who generally produce a large range
of newspaper type products and associated
magazines similar to the CTSN. The printing
plant is modern and efficient for this type
of web printing and because the press only
prints on porous newsprint-type paper stocks,
no expensive drying ovens are needed to dry
the ink, as they would be if the paper used
was of a gloss finish. The size of our print run
(generally around 10,000 plus) is quite small
by industry standards and also suits the type
of press used at Shepparton. Because of our
long term relationship with this printer,
management always ensures that the CTSN is
scheduled into their busy workload.

Not many printers are even interested in this
small-run size magazine and over the years we
have often sourced check quotes from other
printers, both web and sheet fed to see if we
could produce a better looking Newsletter that
was cost efficient to our needs.

On our last check we found only 2 web
printers that actually returned a quote. The
cost of switching to a gloss paper, even with
almost comparable paper weight to our
current paper stock, represented approximately
a 165 percent increase in our print costs alone,
and the small amount of extra weight also
placed us in the next category for postage.

Over the years, sheet fed printers have also

been given the opportunity to quote, but
because the mechanics of a sheet fed press
inhibits the use of a lighter weight paper, the
cost blow-out on printing is more than double
our present price and the postage cost issue
becomes even greater.

Apart from printing, the other major cost, as
| have mentioned, is postage. The postage
category that the CTSN falls under is Print Post
under 125 grams weight. This means that even
if we go over by 1 gram we move into the next
weight/cost category.

Until recently the next mailing category at
Australia Post was 126-250 grams which
incurred a very large increase in postage
rate, however a new rate category has been
introduced with a weight restriction of
126-175 grams. With this in mind I asked our
mailing house to research the difference a
couple of extra grams weight would make to
postage costs for the June CTSN issue. With
only 2 grams of extra weight the result is still
enormous. The postage cost for the June issue
was $8713.00. The extra grammage meant
that the postage cost escalated to $11,230.00,
a difference of $2517.00 or over $30,276 for
the year.

Until the December 2009 issue we were able
to keep within the 125 gram postage cate
gory by either printing a 64 page issue on a 52
gram paper called “Norstar” which is a slightly
better quality and whiter paper than we used
when we went to 72 pages of text and had to
use 45 gram “Newsprint”.

For the January 2010 issue, we introduced a 4
page gloss centre section which is printed at
the same time and on the same sheet of paper
as the covers to keep printing costs down.
This was introduced as a part-way measure
to allow our advertisers the opportunity
of gloss presentation and also to allow the
ACTA to showcase better some of our major
events.

However the weight again became an issue
and left us with two alternatives: one, reduce
the total number of text pages to 56 or two,
to make the Newsletter slightly smaller in
size. We opted for the latter. With more clubs
contributing stories and many more photos
being received, printing less pages would mean
that even more articles would have to be held
over to the following month. The CTSN which
once had a trim size of 270 mm x 205 mm now
has a trim size of 267 mm x 197 mm.

Making paper is not an absolute or exact
science and small variations still occur from

reel to reel and batch to batch in paper
manufacture. Water content plays an impor-
tant part in paper weight. Even the amount
of ink printed on the pages has some weight
influence, so even now, because we are so
close to going over postage category weight,
the printer needs to constantly check and if
necessary take the trim size down by enough
to keep within our postage weight limit.

In the August 2010 edition we initiated full
4 colour throughout the text pages. This allowed
clubs to place colour advertisements at no
extra cost within the results section. This has
been applauded by members and gives a fresh
new look to these pages.

Cost had again played a part in delaying the
introduction of full colour, but a very good
offer from the printer allowed us to take
up this option with only a small increase in
production costs.

DIGITAL ARCHIVING

We are hopefully on the track of the last few
missing issues, but if any member has access
to or knows someone that might be able to
loan us these issues, unincumberred and
without conditions, that would be great. We
will ensure that the issues you loan us are
treated with the utmost care and will be care-
fully scanned without damage and returned to
you promptly.

ACTA Representation on AISL

In this third instalment of the ISSF
Q&A series in response to concerns
by shooters we have decided to look at
ACTA representation on AISL.

QUESTION: What representation does ACTA
have on AISL?

ANSWER: Before answering the question it is
necessary to remember the comments made
by Robert Nugent in his National President’s
Notes in the May edition of the CTSN: AISL
exists primarily to produce medals for Australia.
AISL is funded almost entirely by the Federal
government, is totally independent from its
members (ACTA included), and has an inde-
pendent board. Whilst having to adhere to a
strict reporting regime to the government,
constitutionally it has little responsibility to
report financially or otherwise to its members the
shooting associations.

It is useful to quickly examine the structure
of AISL to make sense of where ACTA may
have input into AISL management. ACTA is
a full member by guarantee of the company
Australian International Shooting Ltd along
with Field and Game Federation of Australia,
National Rifle Association of Australia, Pistol
Australia and Target Rifle Australia. The NSW
Shooting Association is an associate member.
AISL is governed by a Board made up of five
people namely:

Cheryl Arnol (President),

Glenn O’Brien,

Robert Marshall,

Sharon Reynolds and

Susannah Smith (Athletes Representative).

Please note that none of these people are
representatives of any particular sport but
are elected because of their personal abili-
ties. Those with long memories will recall that

ACTA 2011

Glenn O’Brien was a member of the ACTA
Executive but, under AISL rules, no Board
Member may also serve on the managing
executive of a shooting sport so Glenn had
to resign his position on ACTA. Nominations
for election to the AISL Board are called as
and when vacancies occur. It is important to
note that the AISL board members are elected
on their own merits and not on the basis of
representation of the AISL member bodies.
This is the management model recommended
by the Australian Sports Commission and thus
effectively mandated for AISL.

The AISL Board has overall responsibility for
the management of international shooting
in Australia. As part of its responsibility AISL
implements a high performance program
and that is where our ISSF shooters have
an interest. AISL have implemented what
they call a High Performance Program Joint
Management Charter - let’s not go into the
acronyms for the moment! To implement
the charter, AISL has formed a Joint Manage-
ment Committee which is comprised of the
High Performance Program Management
Committee, a Secretariat and three functional
working groups. The HPPM Committee is
made up of a member of the Australian Sports
Commission, the AISL High Performance
Manager and the AISL coaches. A number of
high level bodies have seats on this committee
including the Australian Olympic Commit-
tee, Australian Paralympic Committee and
the Australian Commonwealth Games Associ-
ation so it is a pretty high powered group.
The AISL head office provides the secretariat
functions.

One of the three working groups is the
Shotgun Working Group and it is here that
ACTA has input. The shotgun working group
is made up of the:

(currently ACTA Executive Member Mrs
Elaine Forward).

The shotgun working group has a range of
responsibilities primarily concerned with
strategic development of the high performance
end of Australian ISSF shotgun shooting. The
AISL website lists the following responsibilities
for the working groups:

Develop implementation plans to increase
AISL and its Members coordination, col-
laboration, and/or integration for high
performance areas specific in the HP Plan,
in addition to any other proposed joint
initiatives;

Present implementation plans to HPPMC for
consideration;

Implement relevant Joint Management
Business Plan priorities;

Meet quarterly with HPPMC Committee
to report on implementation progress and
discuss any ad hoc management policy
issues; and

Ensure that Joint Management Business Plan
priorities are reflected in all HPP Plans and
Reports, Policy, Performance, and Resource
Reviews with the CEO.

What this bureaucratese boils down to is
that the shotgun working group is responsi-
ble for developing policy initiatives, set shoot
programs, establish priorities with respect to
international events and recommend training
standards (including the dreaded PQS dis-
cussed in the last issue of CTSN). Please
note that the selection of teams to represent
Australia overseas is not the responsibility
of this group. That decision is made by the
HPPM Committee with input from the various
advisory bodies.

Obviously it is critical that the ACTA repre-
sentative on the AISL Shotgun Committee
has an in-depth knowledge and experience in
ISSF shooting at an international level. Our
current representative, Mrs Elaine Forward,
is easily the most qualified person on the
ACTA Executive for this task. Elaine is an ISSF
Class A Judge, a member of the AISL Judges
committee, has served a term on the ISSF
Shotgun Committee, is a former member of
the Australian Olympic Committee and has
officiated at many international events around
the world including ACTA ISSF Nationals,
Australia Cups, World Cups, World Champion-
ships, Commonwealth and Olympic Games. It
is doubtful whether anybody else in Australia
could match this depth of expertise.

Currently your ACTA Executive is negotiating
a Memorandum of Understanding with AISL
to further clarify the relationship between the
two organisations and we will report on that
in due course.

With 748 shooters from across the world
converging on Sydney, it was one of the
largest World Cups on record and created
tough competition across the board.

EMOTIONAL
MANAGEMENT

This article is a continuation of the series on
stress management and deals with emotional
management. Last month’s article looked at
problem management as a factor of stress
management. Problem management is most effective before practise
or competition, whereas emotion management is primarily carried
out during practise or competition. According to Raedeke& Burton
emotional management strategies must be able to handle the stress
that is triggered by both thoughts and arousal if it is to be effective.
Symptoms of increased arousal: sweaty palms, racing heartbeat, butter-
flies in the stomach, tight chests, etc, can occur when an athlete thinks
negative thoughts about previous performances that lead to judgements
and anxiety about the future. This stress can also occur with negative
thoughts prompting elevated arousal. For example, arousal level can
become elevated when we are shooting in a very important competition
and we are shooting well. The fact that you are doing well can lead to
highly stressed arousal levels because you become fearful and anxious
about the future, which in this case is your ability to continue to break
targets.

It is hard to predict when you will need to manage you emotions during
a competition. The problem with emotional management is that it is
usually reactive, that is, we don’t do anything about it until we are
experiencing it happening. What we should be developing are pro-
active strategies that can help athletes develop greater emotional control,
lower stress levels and automate coping skills so that we can effectively
deal with the stressful situations that occur during competitions. For
years psychologists have been teaching clients to relax, so that when
they are confronted with a stressful situation they will be able to put
their relaxation skills to practise and reduce their stress and anxiety. By
taking time every day to practise relaxation techniques, or using self-talk
scripts emotional control can be enhanced. Positive self-talk programs
can be used to remind athletes of past successes, effective preparation
and their individual adaptability. According to Raedeke & Burton, these
strategies will help keep athletes focused on the present, on the things
they can control (task and effort factors) and on viewing problems as
challenges. Reactive emotional management is concerned with maintain
composure, emotional control and mental toughness during a demand-
ing competition. Reactive emotional management strategies might
include using well rehearsed pre and post shot routine, having a mantra
or trigger that can be used to increase attention but reduce arousal,
centring, and focus strategies to keep you in the here and now.

Raedeke& Burton, claim that no single strategy can deal with stress
from both arousal induced and thought induced stress. They claim that

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effective coaches use total emotional management packages (TEMPs) to
deal with both types of anxiety.

Total emotional management packages are important because they
deal with both arousal induced stress and thought induced stress. By
including a relaxation exercise, unwanted muscular tension and physical
anxiety (arousal induced stress) can be alleviated. Further, by including
positive self-talk, designed to counter negative self-talk and irrational
beliefs, thought induced stress can be minimised as well.

The TEMPs need to be a systematic approach to managing stress.
Firstly, athletes must be taught how to deal with stress systematically.
Athletes need to be able to identify if the stress is thought induced or
arousal induced. Secondly, the athlete needs to have realistic process
and performance goals in place that are achievable and as personally
controllable as possible. Part of this component is that athletes need
to create and maintain a mindset that fosters mental toughness. That
is, the athlete needs to be confident, competent, composed, positive,
focused on the task rather than on them self, and optimally aroused and
motivated to strive for personal bests. Next, these TEMPs need to be
practised away from competition, so that they can be used when needed
in the competition. If they are practised enough then when confronted
with a stressful situation in a game they will automatically revert to the
strategies in the TEMP. Finally, integrated coping strategies need to be
available and employed when needed. Strategies might include: The
Black Box techniques, centring, rapid muscle relaxation, humming or
using a mantra.

As | have said above these emotional management strategies need to be
practise both in and out of competition. This can be done by either total
immersion (flooding) or gradual exposure (systematic desensitization).
Total immersion places the athlete in an extremely stressful situation
so that they get used to the level of stress typical of demanding events.
Total immersion assumes that the athlete can handle, or has strategies
to handle, the high levels of stress, so that they will be able to cope
easily with lower level when confronted with them. Total immersion
can backfire because the stress is too great and the athlete cannot recall
or execute their coping strategies. Coaches need to be mindful that total
immersion can impact on the athlete’s level of trust with the coach,
and will need to be available to assist the athlete if they are clearly in
too deep.

Gradual exposure, sometimes referred to as systematic desensitization,
requires the athlete to face a series of situations arranged in a hierarchy
with each situation being more stressful that the one before. This should
involve the athlete learning a coping strategy or relaxation and then
using it to limit arousal whilst the athlete is visualising each situation.
When the athlete can do this successfully by visualising, then real-life
situations are set up so that the athlete can practise coping skill in the
real world.

Because we are human and because we can conceptualise events, issues,
problems, etc, it is impossible to be stress free. Regardless of how relaxed
you are you will at some time come across a situation that will raise your
stress level. Maintaining mental toughness such as being composed,
confident, competent, competitive and in control and using the methods
outlined above will provide you with the skills and abilities to reduce the
level of stress in your sport and the impact that the stress will have on
your performance.

This card will then be
forwarded to the Club Secretary to enable scores shot to be recorded. Note: A $20 fee will be charged for the issue
of any duplicate Handicap Card.

2. Squads of 5 shooters to shoot 100 targets in four rounds of 25.

The Organising Committee will decide the order of shooting.

Skeet or Trap targets will be thrown, as well as mini, midi battue, rockett rabbit or flash or any other sporting clay
target approved by the Association. Target type for any stand will be at the discretion of the shoot official, but shall
number five (5) in total.

5. Shooters will be squadded as per ACTA rules and regulations and any interpretation of this will be the
responsibility of the Tournament Director.

6. Each shooter is to take enough cartridges to shoot at 25 targets

7. Shooters who fail to appear in time for their squad may be re-squadded towards the end of the event, but this is not
guaranteed and non-participation is a possibility.

8. Should a shooter being late for his squad then elect to withdraw from the event he may not be eligible for any
refund of nominations paid.

9. All shooters must sign the score sheet after each 25 targets. Once a shooter has signed his score sheet he has
accepted his score and grade. Any score sheet not carrying the shooters signature will be credited with the lowest
score recorded.

10. Any competitor will be called upon to referee and/or score throughout the period of competition. The persons’
designated to referee and score must fulfill their obligation to do so. Failure to either referee or score may incur a
penalty of the LOSS OF ONE TARGET.

11. Shooters will be drawn from each day’s last round squads to referee and score the first round of the following day,
being ready to officiate at the advertised starting time.

IT°"S YOUR CALL by Bill McCarthy

So many of our Referees have shown some sort of trepidation
when asked to referee for a double rise event. The rules are quite
simple really but need just a slight adjustment from single target
events.

During a double rise event, a shooter has an apparent misfire
on his second target. In this instance, the shot from the barrel
landed a few feet from the trap house, clearly a malfunction.

The Referee exhibited some confusion as to whether this was
indeed a malfunction but eventually agreed to rule accordingly.
Having so ruled, he asked the shooter to reload and fire again
and to “miss with the first barrel and score with the second
barrel.”

It’s Your Call. Was he correct?

If you said that the Referee had erred in this case you would be quite
correct. To “miss with the first and hit with the second” clearly does
not apply as such in a double rise event.

Firstly there should be no hesitation by the referee in declaring

the poor discharge of the cartridge as an allowable malfunction.
Secondly, one can only wonder what the referee was asking the
shooter to do and to what target he was referring. In essence, the
Referee had got it half right in that he was seeking a score from the
second barrel, but at what target .... Obviously, he had merely

forgotten momentarily to change from a single target circumstance
to that of a double target situation. Therefore, to have the shooter

fire at the second target only to miss with the first barrel and score
with the second barrel is absolutely incorrect.

Under Rule 1.07(f), in a situation like this, the result of a shooter’s
shot at the first target is to stand. The shooter is then required to
reload two cartridges and fire again at a pair of targets to determine
the result of the second shot. Commonly called a “Proof Pair”.

Now! Let’s look at the Malfunction. Where, (may you ask) does it
state specifically in our rules that this is a malfunction. The wad
and shot had cleared the barrel so essentially there is no
components of the load remaining in the barrel save perhaps for a
trace of unburned propellant. So where do we get our authority to
declare this sort of malfunction.

From our general and commonsense knowledge as shooters we
know that a cartridge discharge of this nature normally is due to

“no powder, very little powder, or when only the primer fires etc”.
Hence we can confidently use Rule 1.06(C) (ii, iii, iv and v). In any
case there is no doubt that the shooter is fully entitled to have a fair
shot at his target. The determination of what actually caused the
ineffective shot is a matter of conjecture and is not important. The
cartridge was faulty, hence the shooter is entitled to have it treated

as a malfunction.
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Monday 25 April the weather was overcast but the rain stayed
away. There were 85 shooters in attendance.
