HANDICAPPING. The hardy an- 
nual of the question of handicapping 
came in fo r  considerable discussion. 
Clubs were reminded of the import- 
ance of appointing a "local club han- 
dicapper", so that  proper recommen- 

dations may be forwarded to the 
Association. Over the years, and 
generally speaking,. the recommenda- 
tions forwarded to the Association 
have been somewhat haphazard and 
left much to be desired. Clubs should, 
through their own club handicapper, 
forward to the Association, a t  least 
once in every three months, a list of 
recommended handicaus for  pnblica- 
tion in "News". This suggestion 
refers not only t o  those who win and 
are deserving of being brought back, 
but alsp to those who are  entitled to 
come 111. As .mentioned on many 
previous occasions, the Association 
handicaps are based on club recom- 
mendation chiefly. Only in cases 
where no <ecom~nendations are re- 
ceived does the Associatioil act to 
bring shooters back or forward. The 
Association advises the following 
Handicap rules: breaks of 50 straight, 
1 yd. back; breaks of 75 or more, 2 
yds. back; an outright win, 1 yd. hack 
(where the event i s  a t  15 or more 
birds); three divisions, 1 yard hack. 
Where a shooter shoots right throuah 
a full programme on five or S x  
occasions (depending on the class of 
competition and events) he would be 
entitled to be recommended to come 
forward. A club may handicap a* 
shooter a t  any time, in the middle 
of progamme if considered advisable, 
providing the Association i s  notified 
within three days and the reasons for  
the adjustment outlined. The usual 
oractice. and one endorsed bv the 
issociation. i s  that  the Preiident. 
Secretary 01, handicapper may advise 
the Association of any recommenda- 
tions on behalf of an affiliated club, 
but if a club appoints a "club handi- 
capper" it should he that  official's 
duty to keep up with this important 
job and also keep in close touch with 
the Association on the matter.

A communication from London 
advises that  the Central African 
C.P.S.A. and the similar South 
African body have suggested tha t  
a combined team he permitted fronl 
shooters attached to the t\vo organl- 
sations to take part  in the 1958 
International Trophy shoot.

Dear Sir, 

I mas both sul-prised and sorry to 
see the re-introduction of the 12-yard 
mark in competitive clay-bird shoot- 
ing. It seems to me to be a retro- 
grade step, and one tha t  has already 
caused quite an amount of unrest 
and dissatisfaction amongst shooters. 
Handicaps a re  always a contentious 
issue, hut under the rule of a 16-yard 
minimum, the A.C.P.T.S.A. had estah- 
lished the most stable situation that  
had been experienced in the post-war 
years. Not only this, hut the standard 
of shooting had improved greatly, 
and Australia had achieved parity, 
and better, with overseas countries 
interested in this sport. The re- 
iiitroduction of 12-yard minin~um has 
not, and is not likely, to bring one 
more shooter back into the sport. 

There are few things worse on a 
shooting ground than arguments 
about handicaps, and i t  is unlikely 
that  any more effective method of 
creating them could have heen evolved 
than that  of re-introducing the 12- 
yard mark. Perusal of registered 
handicap lists in the News mill revrtal 
that quite a number of experienced 
shooters are no\\, on marks between 

12 and 16 yards. I an1 sure this could 
not have been the intention of the 
promoters of the move for 12 yards, 
but if it was, I can only say that they 
display a remarkable ignorance of 
the basic principles governing the 
best interests of the sport. 

We all know that  clay-bird shoot- 
ing has become an expensive sport, 
and one of the contributing factors 
i s  the pzice of cartridges, cornhined 
with the hig breaks required to 
decide events. It is good that  our 
shooters have become so skilled, hut 
surely moving them closer to the trap 
must add to the big breaks, and thus 
the cost of participation. If the 
objective were to create conditions 
\\~hich enabled the shooter to hit the 
maximum number of targets, then 
I would suggest that  shooters stand 
within four o r  five feet of the trap- 
house- but we all know that  ~vould 
be rather ridiculous. 
In recent years there has been 

marked improvement in the qua1it.y 
of cartridges, and a gro~ving apprem- 
ation of the advantages of using the 
correct choke for certain yardages. 
This, too, has contributed to higher 
breaks. More shooters and more 
meetings, which all add up to   no re 
shooting, have enhanced the average 
degree of skill, and these things 
combine to a need f o r  longer -not 
closer - shooting marks. 

Last year we saw, for  the first time 
in Australia, Oly~npic clay-bird shoot- 
ing, and those who witnessed i t  mould, 
I am sure, agree that  the target is 
n~uch  inom difficult to hit than i t  i s  
under our eonventioiial ''Do\r,n the 
Line" conditions. It was 7vonderful 
clay-bird shooting of morld standard, 
with the world's best shots, and I 
think me could well adopt i t  in Aus- 
tralia, rather than creeping in closer 
to the t r a ~ .

European and Freneh Championships 
The 1957 European, the French In- 

ternational and National Clay Pigeon 
Shooting Championships were held 
concurrently in Paris from June 27-30 
under the direction of F.F.T.A.C. 

One hundred and two competitors 
from eight nations took part  in a 
nell-organised shoot. Rossini, the 
Gold Medal winnei, of the 1956 Olym- 
pics, was there with his Italian com- 
patriot Cicceri, the Bronze Medal 
\nnner; Maurice Tabet, from the 
Lebanon, the 1956 World Champion; 
Prof. de Lumniczer from Hungary - 
thrice world champion; Gehmann 
from Germany; shooters from Spain, 
Holland and England, together with 
a large entry from France. 

The shooting ground in the Circle 
du Bois de Boulogne is well equipped 
and beautifully situated. The club- 
house contains a large restaurant and 
bar, changing rooms and an armoury. 

The Olympic lay - out projected 
yellow - painted birds a t  different 
angles, trajectories and speeds in a 
malu~er which was a t  first rather 
disheartening to those accustomed to 
English trapshooting. Most clays 
were throxvn SO yards from traps 
which were said to be the fastest in 
Europe. The highest score which had 
ever been inade on the ground before 
this meeting was 93 ex 100, and 25 
straight was very rare. The back- 
ground was not too good; it was 
tremendously hot, but there was 
no wind. Conditions mere therefore 
easier than those in Melbourne. 

As usual the 15 traps were situated 
below ground levei  in a trench 
parallel to and 15 metres from the 
five stands. Each stand shot off the 
thrpe tvaos immediatelv in front of ~ - - - ~ -  

it. The order in mhi& these were 
released was apparently unpredict- 
able. The machines were mechanic- 
ally efficient and there were few 
broken birds. A "detail" \,,as com- 
posed of six shooters who fired in 
order, moving one place to the right 
af ter  every bird. Continental com- 
petitors are much more deliberate 
and it i s  very rare for a squad 
to get  any rhythm into the 
shooting; there ,are many distrac- 
tions. There is the continual 
moving to the right; the novelty of 

watching other competitors taking 
their guns to bits and popping the 
barrels into tall, thin tubs of water 
to cool them off -as  an alternative 
you may call to a iriend to bring a 
jug of iced water to pour down the 
barrels from the top end!! - the cou- 
siderahle noise made by continental 
cartridges; and the continuous and 
often loud conversation, con~ments, 
advice, "ssing" or  clapping made by 
some hundred people sitting between 
five and fifteen yards from the stands. 
This last diversion mas rather annoy- 
ing, but i t  i s  all good practice. 

The majority of the competitors 
used over and under guns.. The ratio 
of these to side-by-side and auta- 
matics was about 8 : 2 : 1. Full 011 
both barrels mas the favourite choke, 
but the Italians nearly all used 2 
choke on the first. Raised ventilated 
ribs, straight stocks and rubber butt 
plates were almost universal, whereas 
single triggers were fitted to less 
than half the guns. Black Liega Star  
cartridges (size 71) were very popu- 
lar; the competition \\'as won with 
these.

o GUN GOSSIP o 
by NORTH COUNTRY 

(in "Shootbtg Times") 

It i s  not always a simple matter 
to explain why some barrels become 
rusty, pitted or corroded when other 
barrels remain brieht and clean - 
given inore or lessUequal treatment. 
I t  does happen a t  times and I have 
had various experiences of this sort 
spread over theyears .  I do not refer 
to cases which are clearly caused 
through neilect - ~ h i c h  are common 
enooeb. But  to cases where the 
ownek. in s ~ i t e  of conscientious and 
regular cleaning, do find that  the 
bores of their guns are marked in 
some way. This-does happen and in 
my own case it has happened when 
I have been trying some foreign 
powder-of whose properties I had no 
knowledge. 

A reader bas recently written about 
an  experience of this kind in the case 
of a new gun. I do not know what 
cartridges he has been using or any- 
thing beyond a few details he has 
given me. He says: "I bought a new 
12-bore gun last February and have 
used i t  fairly regularly up to now, 
although the gun has so f a r  fired 
under 700 cartridges. The gun \!,as 
always cleaned a s  follo~vs as  soon a s  
I got home: wipe out all fouling with 
flannelette patch, then scour out with 
brass brush just in case and polish 
the bores with toilet paper, inspect, 
and if satisfied, oil with 'Young's ,303 
Cleaner' on clean bristle hrush which 
was not used for  any other purpoqe 
and frequently washed. In spite of 
this, I have detected staining in the 
right barrel which I can't remove. 
The gun i s  now being lapped out, but 
what I can't understand i s  how did 
this happen and what must I do to 
prevent i t  happening again?" 

On the face of it i t  would seem 
that  this gun has always been effect- 
ively cleaned during the short time 
since i t  was bought new. So i t  i s  
not easy to locate the cause of the 
trouble. However, I have suggested 
the use of my old favourite cleaning 
oil in conjunction mith a stiff bristle 
brush. If the bore is always scrubbed 
out with this combination, then wiped 

dry and oiled, it should keep in first- 
class condition. The brass wire brush 
should be kept in reverse for  bad 
cases of leadine. There should he no ............... 
need to use i t  &ery time. The recipe 
for the cleaning oil i s  a s  follows: 
Pure paraffin oil, 4 parts: spirits of 
turpentine, 3 parts: Rangoon (or 
sperm) oil, 1 part; camphor (for one 
plnt), % oz. Dissolve the camphor in 
the snirits of turoentine. then add ~~~.~~ 
the &st. A pint* of this mixture, 
made up by the local chemist, will 
last for  many years. Since usinrr it 
I have never had any trouble. 1% is 
suitable for both guns and rifles-any 
firearm, in fact.
