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The Editor's Nofebook

AUSTRALIA’S GOOD SCORE. Al-
though this paragraph is being writ-
ten well prior to the receipt of final
figures for the 1964 International
Match, it can be  safely indicated
that the score registered at Bolivar
(Adelaide) by the Australian Inter-
national Team for 1964 is very good
and the Augtralian aggregate should
again be very close to taking out
1964 honours. The 30-men all Aus-
iralian Team carded the very credit-
able score of 8763/9000 points at the
1964 shoot, or 69 points better than
its winning score of 1963. It is felt
that opposing teams will indeed be
struggling to out-strip the Australian
1964 score. Nine members of the
team shot their 100 straight, although
no team member was equal to break-
ing all 100 targets with the first
barrel. Eight team members regis-
tered 99/100, whilst a further eight
carded 98/100. The high-gun of
the mateh was the brilliant Cobar
shooter, Mervyn DBurgess, who de-
feated Sperry Marshall (Hoebart) and
D. Kimber (Adelaide) after all three
had scored 298/100 points. Burgess
used second barrels, one in his second
round of 25 and one in his final
round.

Burgess's score of 298/100 was
identical with the 1963 high - gun
winner, Newton Thomas. Incident-
ally, Thomas was only one peint
away from equalling high-gun this
year. A pleasing feature of the com-
position of the 1964 team was the
number of “new” names which ap-
peared in the list. It is always a
good sign of increasing development
when new names win their way to
International status.
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If results from England arrive in
time, same details will be included
in this issue in “stop-press”. (The
scores of the 1964 Australian Team
appear elsewhere in this month’s
igsue,)

REGISTRATION. All are informed
that those shooters who have failed

" to pay their registration fee of 80/-

for the 1964 wyear have now been
removed from the mailing list of
“News” and have also been removed
from the official list of registered
shooters throughout the Common-
wealth. All who had failed to remit
their dues by mid-April were sent a
reminder notice. Many shooters who
have overlooked paying remitted im-
mediately on reeeipt of the reminder
notice. Others apologised for delay.
In this regard it is pointed out that
it should not be necessary for the
ACT.A. to be called upon to under-
go the now heavy expense of sending
out reminder notices. The registra-
tion fees are due. on, or immediately
after, January 1 and should be re-
mitted no later than January 80. It
was expected by the Executive Com-
mittee that the automatic forward
movement of 1 wyard in handieap
following 1964 payment would have
brought about considerable improve-
ment in payment date, but this
expectation has not been borne out
by results.

Further in regard to registration.
A club has written the Association
requesting to know why a question-
aire card was forwarded when it was
shown on the elub’s return that an
unregistered shooter was shooting,
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On investigation it was found that
the Associotion action was correct.
The club had not advised the A.C.T.A,
that the shooter concerned was a new
shooter. All clubs are advised and
requested to inform the Association
when submitting returns on which
the mnames of any unl‘eglstel'ed
shooter appears. The Assoclation has
the duty io ensure that all taking
part in competition are re_glstered,
and clubs will not be querled pro-
viding they co-operate in this way —
the majority of clubs usually do so.

INCORRECT INFORMATION.
During the past month no fewer than
six clobs have sent in payments for
vegistration, but have failed to in-
clude the names of the shooters to
he registered. Also, many clubs,
when registering shooters, are failing
to advise the A.C.T.A. office as to
whether the shooters concerned are
compleie novices or shooters with
some previous or field experience. Tt
is vital to the efficiency of the organi-
sation that fullest information should
be provided both in regard to full
name and address of all shooters and
also some starting-off information as
to their capabilities with the gun.

WALK-UP CONDITIONS., A club
has written the Association stating
that a local body instructed that
in walk-up shooting the competition
must be shot “gun down” or off the
shoulder. This direction by a local
group is incorrect. The Rules of
walk-up shooting elearly instruct that
in walk-up shooting the gun may be
held in “any position of safety”. If
a shooter is holding his gun in any
position other than is adjudged by
the veferee to be one of safety, then
it is the duty of the referee to draw
the shooter’s attention to the breach
of the rules and ensure that correc-
tion is made immediately.

HANDICAP RETURNS. Quite a
number of clubs are either not for-
warding handicap refurns or are
supplying insufficient detail on the
returns they do actually send in to
the A.C.T.A. It is imperative that
the column showing amount won on
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the particular day covered by the
return (or equivalent trophy walue
won) should be completed, and com-
pleted accurately. As the A.C.T.A.
handicapping is now based on amount
won in any one day it will be ob-
served how important the accurate
completion of the column should be.

REPORTS FOR “NEWS”. Many
club officials have a tendency to
write matter other than the aectual
report when submitting details of
reports for “News”. Clubs are asked
to desist from this practice. One of
the worst features in this regard is
the inclusion by club officials of regis-
tration payment details mixed wup
with a “News” report. This pro-
cedure leads to some confusion and
could mean the overlocking of the
registration. Tt is mentioned that
“News” reports go to the printer and
are not retained in the office, and if
other matter is included in the report
it is possible that such matter could
be missed.

REFEREE NOMINATIONS. Those
desirous of registering for partiel-
pation in Official Referee examina-
tion are again reminded that appli-
cations will definitely close on July
31, No late applications will be
accepted. Nominations should be
lodged in writing with the Secretary,
A.CT.A, Box 203883., G.P.0.,, Mel-

Frequently one hears of the resur-
rection of old cartridges. Recently
in Tngland a packet of Nobel’s
“Clyde” brand 12 bore shells was
tested by the Nobel Division of I.C.I
Limited in their gun-room at Steven-
stom, Ayrshire (Scotland). The packet
of 25, loaded with 42 graing of
Schultze powder and 1% oz. of No. 4
shot, was produced originally 52
years ago. The batch was tested
on the firm’s pendulum gun which
measures chamber pressure and velo-
city. The proof indicated that the
shells, whilst possibly not as good as
when new, were described as being
“pretty good”, and the report con-
cluded that “the shells would prove
reasonably effective in the field”.

In some overseas gun clubs the
installation of what is termed a “quail
walk” has been introduced. Two
shooters walk out together and pro-
ceed along a selected area. A “guail”
is releaged from a set trap and the
target iz swung in any direction
arranged by the puller, that is to say
any direction except “incoming”. The
target who is adjudged as having
been the firgt to stop the target is
the winner of the round. The only
difficulty appears to be the job of the
referee giving a decision as to which
gun brought the target down first.
It would seem that gquite an amount
of confusion could occur if this type
of shooting was taken up seriously.
Other than for a novelty variation,
the proposal would not appear to
he of much interest to competitive
shooters.
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Regardless of his name, the chief
diet of the eommon sparrow hark is
not sparrows, but the common grass-
hopper.

The kangaroo rat is neither z rat
nor a kangarco. He is a near relative
of the pocket mouse which is usually
found in desert aveas.

The croaking of frogs under water
has intrigued many over the years.

Often in country residences may he
observed some very old weapons that
date back almost to the black powder
days. Some of these guns have been
well eared for, but in most cases the
present owners have not realised the
need or troubled to take them fo a
gun-maker fto be re-proved. This
should be done if there is any possi-
bility of the old weapon being used.

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EXTRACTS FROM THE WRITINGS
OF THE LATE W. P. GROSVENOR

{As written to A.C.T.A. Secretary in mid-1940's)

There are men who, just being
natural shots, fall into target shoot-
ing almost at onece, but they are
in the minority. The bulk of the
shooters only aequire skill in target
shooting by real solid practice and
thought given to it all the time,

Many spend a good deal of time
pointing an empty gun (with snap
caps in) at several marks on the wall
of a room. My wife used to “cant”
her gun at one time and, on the
advice of Ellicott, the old I.C.I. pro-
fessional, used to practise in front
of a mirror until she broke herself
of the habit, and her scores benefited
by it afterwards.

At a club fixture there is little or
no time for coaching and the only
real possible time being obtained by
turning up half an hour earlier; even
then the ground staff will pmbably
be getting in the way.

The veal bulk of practice has to
be “dry” in a sense —an empty gun
in the back garden and one who
knows the points and faults watching
carefully and pulling an aspiring
shooter up, time and again, when
something is being done which should
be avoided.

It is that darned old 100 straight
which everyone wants to make, but
it ealls for strong powers of concen-
tration and the appreciation of the
value of “timing”, plus a dogged will
to stick it cut until one does achieve
it. It will not come to everyone’s lot
to make it, but there is hidden away
zin a good many of us the ability to

6 80.

Shooting is one of the sports
where the possible handicaps of “sex™
as exampled by, say, the slightly less
powerful physique, or other possible
handicaps where their effect is least
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apparent: indeed, I consider, with
regard to nerves, that the “‘fair gex”
has it all over some of the sterner
sex that I have seen. Once the
woman shooter finds her feet and
realises she can glve some of the
men a run, she is going all out to
establish herself as one in the run-
ning for major honours. The grand
kick for a woman shooter is {to be
“high-gun” in her particular mixed
squad. Clay target shooting really
opens up unique opportunities for
women to shine. In the U.S.A. there
are many womien almost within reach
of the highest honours, and one day,
be sure that there will come a woman
who will be equal to the very best.

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OUT OF THE PAST

TWENTY FIVE YEARS AGO

In a shoot at Blackburn at this
period 25 years ago George Copeland,
who is still a regular shooter over
traps in the Melbourne area, ran up
a string of 62 straight. The follow-
ing week, at the old Nobel Club at
West TFootscray, Copeland followed
with a run of 60/61.

At the Victorian Clay Target Club
at Bentleigh, Harry Burrows, now
a permanent referee with the Aus-
tralian Club at HEast Bentleigh, won
two events outright.

Some interesting anecdotes on the
life of the Association’s first Pat-
ron, the late Mr. Donald Mackintosh,
were published about this period.
One notable velference concerns his
achievement in dividing the Mel-
bourne Cup of 1,085 sovereigns and
winning the shoot-off. Mr. Mackin-
tosh bought a gold watch with pox-
tion of his winnings and carried it
to the end of his life’s journey. Of
great intevest is the mention of some
of his winnings overseas., These

amounts are shown: Monaco £100,
Ostend £100, Cannes £50, Rome £50,
London £200, Paris £200, Florence
£400, Madvid £300, Monte Carlo £550,
Monte Carlo £500, Melbourne £50,
London £100, Paris £100, Monte Carlo
£100 (twice), Aix les Bains (France)
£400; he also broke 102 clay targets
with 102 cartridges at his home town
of Rockbank (Victoria) on November
7, 1922,

J. L. Lowe, who used the shooting
name of “Browning” and was at that
time a member of the Victorian
Police Department, won the Common-
wealth Single-barrel Championship of
1939 on the Nobel grounds from Des
’Callaghan, The latter is still a
very prominent Melbourne shooter.

Dvr, J. F. Gaha, then the Tasmanian
Minister for Health, deseribed the

sport of clay target shooting at the
official opening of the Hobart Gun
Club, near Derwent Park Station,
Hobart, as a “high-class sport that
gave much pleasure and should he
encouraged as much asg possible”.

FIFFEEN YEARS AGO

Shooting in the Camberwell Club's
Deauvitle Doubles Championship of
1949, the Roy Longmore-Frank Brown
combination rang up a string of 49
pairs straight before gaining the
title. In a similar event at Coburg
on the same day W. Finnigan and
A, Hendricksen only had to break
12 pairs to win the club title. John
Bryant Juny.,, rapidly coming to the
front about this period, won the
Coburg Club’s mixed birds champion-
ship after a run of eight second
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placings.

The Roma Club (Q.) was under
notice at this period, having an-
nounced that it had just completed
its five-track lay-out in concrete and
also erected a club office and pullexr’s
stand. The club expected to later
improve this with a pavilion. H.
Carne won the main event of the day.
K. Pulford won a £20 Handicap on
the Tasmanian Club’s grounds at
Launceston, from M. Munnings and
A. Smith.

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TEN YEARS AGO

rego District Championship, T, Akers
returned the big figures of 175
straight, in winning the title. The

AUSTRALIAN CLAY TARGET SHOOTING NEWS

IMPROVE YOUR SCORE
WITH A GUN THAT FITS,

CORRECT STANCE

AND

THFE RIGHT FRAME OF MIND.

By SID BOERSTLER
(In “Field & Trap”, U.8.4.)

8id Boerstler, a long-time trap-
shooter and founder of the California
Golden Bears Trap Club, shares here
his knowledge learned on and off the
firing line over a period of years.
The author served for nine years as
captain of adventurer Zane Grey's
ship. This article was reprinted from
February 1962 by request, for the
benefit of new shooters.

To enter the best score you can you
must have a gun that fits you.

One item of importance is the
length of stock. A slight variation
here could make a difference in your
shooting. This will vary a little, as
the arms of some shooters are longer
and would require a longer stock.
The average length is from 14" to
143" — a measurement taken from
the trigger to the centre of the recoil

pad.

The late Fred Etchen, the author
of a very good book on trapshooting,
was a good instructor and builder of
fine gun stocks. Fred told me to
shoot just as short a stock as I could
comfortably shoot. With your face
tight on the comb of your gun, your
nose should be about 1%” from your
thumb. The reason for all of this is,
it shortens the distance of your swing
and will help you with your angle
targets.

Height of the Comb

To me the height of the comb
is the most important measurement
and is determined by the following
method: Place the rib on a piece of
soft wood, make a dent in it with
both sights, centre-punch them so the
sights will be flush with the board,
then measure from toe and then from
the heel of the stock . These measure-
ments should both be the same. The
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average will vary a little bit, but
13" x 13" is about right., With your
face tight on the comb, looking down
the barrel, you should see none of
the rib— just the two sights in line
with each other. About 809 of the
trapshooters use this measurement
and some irap guns come from the
factory with these measuremenis.

The Pitch

Some shooters pay no attention to
the piteh, but I think this should he
given some thought. To get this
measurement, place the recoil pad on
the floor where you have a smooth
surface, then slide the pad along
toward the wall until the breech of
the gun comes in contact with the
wall. Measure the distance from the
end of the barrel to the wall. This
will give you the pitch, which should
be about 1%”. If your gun is kicking
you and making your face sore, it is
probably because you have too much
piteh.

You have a gun that will come
close to fitting you, and this is about
as far as your stock-maker or gun-
smith can go. It is now up to you
Have an instructor go to the firing
line with you.

Position of Your Gun

Many trapshooters differ as to the
proper position that the gun should
be held above the traphouse — some
shooters hold a very high gun and
others hold level with the top of the
house. My advice to the new shooter
is to hold level with the house on
post No. 1. The gun should be held
on the extreme left-hand corner; this
allows you to pick up the left-hand
angle target as soon as it leaves the
house. As you move along keep your

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gun straight in fromt of you; this
alse allows you to gee the target as
it leaves the house. When you reach
post No. 5, hold on the extreme right-
hand end of the house. This position
will help you with the right-hand
angle target.

Position of Your Feet

On post No. 1 — Place your Jelt
foot at a slight angle to the left,
your right foot almost vertical. This
gives you a much easier swing on a
left-angle target.

Post No. 2, No. 8, and No. 4—Place
your feet in a position which is most
comfortable for you.

When you gef to post No. 5, place
your right foot at right angle to your
jeft foot, which will help you with
the right-angle target.

There is one position that all trap-
shooters definitely have to achieve.
You have to keep your face tight on
the comb of your gun and your eyes
straight down the barrel. By doing
this vou should see no rib, just the
two sights in line with each other.
The target should appear to be sit-
ting on the end of your gun barvel
Ag you fire, do not stop your gun,
but follow right through. This should
be a dead bird.

Your Mind and Shooting

At the close of one of the Florida
winter chain shoots, a few of us were
sitting around shooting the breeze at
Fred Etchen’s Gun Club in Miami.

One of the fellows asked Joe Hie-
stand what he thought made him one
of the world’s outstanding shots. Jae,
who is a very modest fellow, deliber-
ated a minute, then came up with
this answer: It is what is in your
“mind”. This has a lot to do with
vour shooting. As this was many
vears ago, 1 do not remember the
exact words Joe used, but they were
something like the following:

As you are sitting on the bench
waiting for your squad to be called
up, you must clear your mind. If this
morning at the breakfast table you
had a few unpleasant words with the
“0ld Girl”, or something had come
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up to disturb you, all this must be
dismissed from your mind. As you
walk to your post on the firing line
your mind must be clear; let your
subconscious pind take over here. If
the only thi ““you are inferested in
when you call pull is the target that
you are to shoot at, you will find out
that you will break a much betfer
score. In my younger days I won
many big handicaps, and this thought
was always on my mind.

More Useful Hints

When yvou are on the firing line
and ¢all for your target, do not come
up fast when it comes out. Come up
slowly, bring your gun up under it
then follow it a short distance to get
the speed of it. See the target on
the end of your gun barrel, then

.shoot — but do not stop your gun,

follow it right through.

I recommend that the new shooter
equip his gun with a semi-concave
recoil pad. You then will be able to
get your gun in the same position
on your shoulder each time.

Here is another important thing:
Do not eat a hearty meal at noon
if you are shooting one of the events
in the afternocon. No athlete com-
peting in competition would do so on
a full stomach. This could cause you
to “flinch”. This terrible trapshooting
affliction affects about 256% of the
shooters.

Finally, you do not have to buy
one of the expensive trap guns.
Many of the top shots in the
nation shoot guns that are quite
old and, by most standards, not
worth much, Many shoot models
that have not been manufactured for
vears. But the gun fits them well
and they have learned how to shoot
them well. So cost has liftle to do
with it. Then what is the primary
factor in achieving good scores? It
is not the gun; it is the shooter
behind it.

Both old and young can take part
in this sport. With my three-score
years and more than 10, I still come
in now and then with a top score.

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EYESIGHT IS ONE

OF BIGGEST FACTORS

IN YOUR BECOMING
A BETTER SHOI.

The new club champion, only been
shooting two years, stands at the line
and ¥kills one bird after another.
Beside him is the old-timer, a gunner
from way back, who hits only T2%.
‘What makes the difference? Why is
one a much bhetter shot than the
other?

Probably the biggest single factor
is eyesight. It has a lot more to do
with good shooting than you think.

Arm, neck and body muscles must
work smoothly to move the gun fo
the right position. But it was eye-
sight that divected their movemeiits.
Judgment and reaction time must be
superior to break 25 straight, But
‘this, too, is totally dependeni on
seeing. :

Does it need proving that vision
is vital to good shooting? Step to
the line with blindérs on and find out.

Sometimes youngsters develop into
remarkably good trapshooters, and
do. it with very little practice. One
reason is their skilful muscular co-
ordination and their excellent vision!
And that’s the same reasen some
experienced shooters are superior to
others.

Keen Vision is Important

Keen vision is the most Important
vigsual skill a 'shooter should have.
20/20 eyesight is a big asset, but it
isn’t the only thing necessary for
good visual performance. 3

The term “20/20” refers to the size
of letters which are readable 20 feet
away; these letters are about & of
an inch high. Most eyes are aple to
read letters of 20/20 size, though
proper lenses may be necessary. If
the letters must be made larger in
order to be identified, the dencmina-
tor of the fraction becomes larger;
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for example, 20/40, 20/60, 20/100,
and so on. The bhigger the second
number, the more blurred the vision
— some people without their glasses
have 20/1000 vision or worse. If very
small letiers can be seen, the vision
might be as good as 20/10, though
this is rare. .

A person whose vision is 20/40
would  require letters twice the size
of those necessary for 20/20 visiom,
while 20/100 letters would be five
times as large. This does not mean
that 20/100 is therefore five times
worge than 20/20. It is worse, yes,
but not in direct proportion to the
size of the fraction.

How much worse 20/100 vision is
than 20/20 vision depends upon other
factors. This expression is but one
of all the many skills a pair of eyes
must have, It indicates only how
clearly they see at distance; it tells
nothing of the indirect' fields of
vision, the eye muscle action or the
ability to see at a close point. With-
out these other vital qualities, clear
vision is almost useless. Above all,
it does not indicate how much “effort”
or nervous energy may be necessary
to keep vision clear.

You can roughly check your vision
by reading letters £ of an inch high
20 feet away. Try each eye alone
and both together. Don't rely too
much on this rough test: it’s best to
be sure your vision is perfectl.

The most important factor, how-
ever, is not what your eyesight is
without glasses, but how well it can
he corrected with a proper presecrip-
tion. Naturally, if vision can be .
corrected to 20/15, all the beiter,
Any shooter who has less than 20/
20 eyesight should wear glasses for
shooting, It is just as important as -
the right gun and equipment,

AUSTRALIAN CLAY TARGET SHOOTING NEWS

You couldn’t shoot successfully
while looking through a narrow tube.
Extensive side vision is essential to
first spot a bird, so you can centre
your vision for the shot. Loss of
sleep, extreme fatigue, illness and
some drugs can slash side vision
dangerously.

Check Your Side Vision

Check the side vision of each eye
alone by looking steadily at a distant
object. Move a pencil in from the
side with arm out at shoulder height
to the side. Notice how quickly you
can see the pencil. You should see
it ninety degrees to each side and
about seventy degrees up and down.

Side vision is one of the most
important factors in trap shoot-
ing. TFirst sight of the potential

target generally eomes through side
vision. . Eyes turn to centre on it,
then the. gun is lined to proper
position, This whole process is more
complex than it seems. A shotgun
is “centred” more than “aimed” as iz
a rifie. This means the entire visual
field must be centred accurately, and
this is best dome if that visual field
is normal and adeguate,

Fiyes must be sensitive to the
movement in the field of view —and
any glasses worn must never inter-
fere with seeing to the side. Besides,
eye muscles must move the eyes
rapidly and accurately to look at a
fast-moving target. This takes ex-
cellent eye-musele eco-ordination and
the two eyes must work together
perfectly to do it
