The final section was shot at Edin- 

burgh, Scotland, on July 18 after all 
contesting countries had lodged their 
scaled scores by mail. 

Australia shot at Geelong (Vic.) on 
March 11, when a record 3001300 pts. 
or 100/100 broken targets were regis- 
tered by four shooters: M. Burgess of 
Cobar, N.S.W.; V. Ryan of Cosgrove, 
Vic.; 3. N. Thomas of Melbourne, and 
D. McCraith of Rosebud, Vic. McCraith 
was since killed in a motor accident. 

Also in the team was W. Ahhott of 
Werribee, Vic., with a score of 287/300. 
Ahhott has sight in one eye only. 

Australia has won this prestige event 
nine times in the past twelve years, of 
which the last four have been in succes- 
sion, and although varying methods of 
scoring have been used over the years, 
this Australian score of 741417500 pts. 
appears to have established the highest 
score to date. 

Spectators were amused to see a 
rabbit amidst all this shooting calmly

1960.

The final section of the 1970 Inter- 
national Team Match will be held at 
Leamington Spa, Warwickshire, Eng- 
land, on Friday, July 17, 1970, and the 
conditions will be unchanged, that is 
teams of 30, the 25 highest scores in 
each to count, each team member 
shooting at 100 targets, two barrels 
allowed, scoring 3 points for a first- 
barrel kill and 2 points for a second- 
barrel kill. The highest possible score 
per team shall be 7500 points.

Our third and final ;election is 
virtually a single-barrel event, also off 

16 yards - this is the Australia - New 
Zealand Championship, which is a 
points scoring event. 

Thus the A.C.T.A. method of elimi- 
nation, using the D.B., S.B. and A.N.Z. 
events, becomes a preparatory points 
scoring situation producing a top group 
of points scoring shooters. 

We believe that this is the best and 
fairest method of choosing the con- 
slstently best shooters at any given 
meeting and it is anticipated that for 
the next five years at least, Australian 
trapshooters will be a force to contend 
with for the Mackintosh Trophy and 
the International Teams' Match. 

Our reason for this belief is that 
through thls system we have a proven 
backlog of young top-ranking trap- 
shooting champions, pushing even these 
older, experienced shooters who con- 
stitute (give or take a few name 
changes) our team. 

The referees at Geelong for the Aus- 
tralian section of the 1969 International 
Teams' Match were from Victoria- 
Harry Williamson, Referee Examiner of 
Apsley;, Alan Wembridge and Barry 
Wembndge, two loyal team men from 
Geelong, and Angus McSween, the 
Assistant Shoot Marshal who hails from 
Warmambool. 

Any shooter who achieves 100/100 
targets or 300/300 points in any event 
has earned the comulete esteem of his 
fellow shooters. 

Year 1951 saw the first 100 targets 
double barrel (note not points) in Inter- 
national Clay Target shooting. These 
were shot at Burwood, Victoria, Aus- 
tralia, by 1. Newton Thomas, and the 
Clay Pigeon Association of Great 
Britain mailed Mr. Newton Thomas 
their silver 100 badge in recognition of 
this maenificent effort 

In 1959 Newton Thomas shot 300/ 
300 points-this was the first such score 
in the annual International Teams' 
Matches, but this score was also shot 
in that competitive year by trapshooter 
Kerr of New Zealand.
