RULES CORNER 
CONTINENTAL AND NOVEL EVENTS 

. Question: In Continental events, do normal. "common 
mark" or handicap rules apply? 

Answer: No! Rule 100(c) provides the clue to the first 
part - Common mark targets include all competition 16 
metre standard targets (including shoot-offs) in double barrel 
slngle barrel and points scoring events, with broken targets 
to count. 

In the case of handicap events, rule 159 applies: "No 
handicaps are assessed on Tower, ,Deauville Doubles, 
Double Rise, Walk-up, Mixed Targets, Continental shooting 
over multi-oscillating traps, and teams events, where prizes 
are distributed on the teams' total scpre. 

HIGH GUN TROPHIES 
and 

. OVERALL TROPHIES AND PRIZES 
There has been a recent trend.towards calling the overall 

prize in one event a "High Gun." This has been particularly 
prevaleni in Cash events, leadlng to a situation where it has 
been claimed that the handicap formula shouldn't apply - 
see rule 150 which states that "High Gun trophies should 
not be included." 

The point at issue is the real meaning of the expression 
"High Gun." The meaning implied in rule 150 is a trophy 
awar'ded to a shooter with the best aggregate score over: 
two or more events - at no stage has it been intended to 
allow winners in handicap events to avoid their outward 
movement penalty. 

To sum up, whether the prize on a Handicap event is 
called an Overall Trophy or a High Gun Trouhv. the handi-' 
capping formula WILL apply. 

RULES'SUPERVISORS 
Clubs (or groups of Clubs) are invited to make better use of 

the knowledge acquired by our Rules Supervisors in each State. 
Wthin reason each of them is prepared to address groups of 
shooters or referees, or'participate in question and answer 
sessions'. At a time when it is important that all aspects of our 
spo'rt continue to improve. Clubs may take advantage of this 
suggestion to build on and run an indoor meeting one night. 
There are a number of most interesting films available from . 
various sources, which would add worthwhile support to these 
nights.

The Shooters News is a magazine 
with news and views of the shooting scene. 
it comes each month by the local post

At the kind invitation of Noel J. Southey. the new National 
Secretary, it is my pleasure to submit a series of columns and 
articles on trapshooting for publication in the Clay Target News 
from material I have written over the past three years. 

One of the most important rewards of my trap shooting career 
has come from helping other shooters. There have been many 
instances over the years where one shooter or another - some 
as total strangers -have approached me to advise that one bit 
of advice or another from one of my columns has helped or 
salved a particular problem he was having. Such remarks are ge- 
nuinely appreciated, and it is with the skncere hope of helping 
shooters in Australia that these columns are submitted. If any in- 
formation heretn helps a s~ngle shooter break one more target, 
then .Ifeel theeffort will have been well worth while. 

Clay target shooting is one of the very few sports where mid- 
dle-aged people can compete and still do well. By middle-age I 
mean in the bracket of, 40 to 55, give or take a few years. From 
my observations, the majority of shooters in Australia (as also in 
the United States and other countrtes) are tn t h ~ s  bracket--as 
I am at 53. Consequently. I will often be using the term middle- 
aae as manv of my columns will be written to help these 
sfiooters. * 

For the first column, I will deal with concentration, a subject 
that should beof some interest to all. 

Concentration is a subiect that is often discussed, sometimes 
curssd, and frequently misunderstood. Many theories have been 
advanced to explain the exact procedure of concentration, 
which is to allow the shooter to use his full attention for the 
business at hand -breaking targets. It is generally agreed that 
some form of comcentration is necessary if one is to perform at 
his best. 

One school has it  that the whole approach is to block out the 
entire world when one walks out on the firing line; to concen- 
trate his attention and mental process in a narrow beam to the 
traphouse so that when the target comes out the shooter is 
aware of nothing else in the universe, and is therefore complete- 

Another method is to stare fixe'dly at the traphouse until one's 
concentration is "gathered" so to speak, then call for the target. 
Still another is the shooter who talks to himself, trying to con- 
vince himself that he really is  concentrating. 

I've tried virtually every method heard of and afew I dreamed 
up. Each has its adherents, and I'm sure one or the other method 
works more or less for oneshooter or another. 

1 think the common error made by many shooters Is to try to 
sustain total concentration from the moment they walk out on 
the firing line until the end of the event. I doubt if any man alive 
can do that. And to try to sustain total concentration for that 
length of time actually would produce negative results. 

Some think that concentration is the ability to shut out. and to . be oblivious to, aft distractions. You will often hear that this 
shooter or that shooter must have enormous powers of concen- 
tration because he stands on the firing line with no visible reac- 
tion to the many distractions that arealways present: Announce-' 
ment on the public address system, the man on the next station 
with a jammed gun, a broken down trap machine, the auto horn 
in the background and so on ad infiniturn. . 
I don't think these shooters are blocking out the distracttons. 

They are fully aware of all of them. What they actually are doing 
is coping with the datractions. Distractions are always there and 
always will be. if you don't think so, wait until the end of any 
event and nearly any shooter on the grounds can give you a d e  
tailed explanation and excuses as to why he missed each target, 
ranging from the fly that landed on his barrel to the bushes in  
the bkkground that were waving in the wind orthe airplane fly- 
ing overhead. 

I'm fully aware of every distraction while I'm shooting. But I 
never try to fight them. The thing is I simply take them into con- 
sideration and controlthem. 

How? 
By using what 1 call the "on and off" method of concentration. 

It may not work for everyone, but here it  is: Instead of trying to 
sustain total concentration from the moment I walk out on the 
firing line, and all the way through the event, 1 concentrate only 
when it  is my turn to shoot. While the others on the squad are

JOHN BROWNING 1855-1926 
Pmfessional Inventor, and his contribution lo shot gun de- 

velopment 
In 1878 John Browning, an untrained gunsmith of Ogden. 

Utah, Salt Lake City U.S.A. designed and made for the local 
market a single shot rifle, under lever action,exposed hammer. 
He had made about 600 which were eagerly sought by the hun- 
ters of the area, when Mr T. G. Bennett manager of Winchester 
Repeating Arms Co.. Newhaven, heard of the rifle from one of 
his firm's travellers, who bouqht a sample to show his boss. Mr 
Bennett !later called on the Browning Gun Shop and made a de- 
al with the owner, and paid $8000 for th'e~patent right of the rifle: 
this was Browning's first big rnoncj. The rifle became the 
Winchester single shot rifle, Model 1885. Thousands were made 
and exported throughout the world in calibres ranging from .22 
to .50/110. 

Mr Bennett requested John Browning to develop an under 
lever repeating shot gun. This was done to the satisfaction of the 
Winchester Arms Co.. and again the patent rights were passed to 
W.R. A. Co. and the gun became the first successful repeating 
shot gun, and sold in thousands. Examples of both rifle and the 
repeating shot gun are to be found in Australia, and are interest- 
ing collector's items. 

John Browning bcamea professional gun inventor, and sold 
the rights of 44 gun improvements and patents to Winchester . 
during the nest 19 years-34of these werenever used. 

In 1895 Browning made a discovery whibh opened up an en- 
tirely new field of fire arms, that of automatic arms. Impressed 
with the amount of surplus pressure emerging from a gun bar- 
rel on firing, he used the wasted force to operate the action. and 
after years of experiment, came up with the Automatic Shot Gun. 
Hecould not reach an agreemenr with the Winchesterfirm, as he 
insisted on it being made on the royalty basis, rather than an out 
right purchase of patent rights. 

John Browning went to Belgium in 1900 where the Fabrique 
Nationale Armes de Guerre accepted the proposition to make 
the gun on a royalty basis, and thus began the manufacture of 
one of the most popular sporting arms ever invented. Today they 
are being produced with little variance to basic design, by Rem- 
ington. Savage, Franchi. Breda and others. The Browning Arms 
Co. havesold overa millionof the guns. 

DuringSthe 1914-18 war, Browning turned his attention to 
Armaments, end developed many ~nventions, to name some. .30 
Cal. Machine Gun. .45 Government Auto Pistol. 30.06 Brownino 
Automatic Rifle (B:A.R.). 

" 

In 1925 J. Browning turned his attention to the development 
of Over and Under Shot Guns or superposed guns which Fabri- 
que Nationale paid him a royalty, these met with great success, 
and until recentfy, most Clay Target Club racks would be almost 
filletl with Brownings on shootingsdays. 

Val Browning, son of John, invented the single trigger 
mechanism on the Over and under Shot Gun, which added to 
its popularity. 

John Moses Browning passed away whilst at his work at the F. 
N. Factory at Liege Belgium on November 26th, 1926. 

This is but afew details of the life of one of the greatest inven-. 
tors of our time.

John Hutchings and Phil Mules with rounds of 21121. The sixth 
place in the team was grabbed by Metro Martini with 41 after he 
shot rounds of 22/19. 

With the team decided the actual Team Shoot was conducted 
on Sunday December 5, with veteran Trench Shooter Ken Lowry 
officiating. 

Shooting in theorder they qualified. Kimber. Oliviero. Murphy, 
Hutchings, Mulesand Martini, nerves wereveryevident and after

THE NATIONAL PARKS AND WILDLIFE 
SERVlCE ASKS HUNTERS 88 ASSIST 1N 

A VITAL DUCK BAG SURVEY 
Hunters who shoot ducks during the New South Wales 1977 

Open Duck Season will be asked to assist in a vital duck bag sur- 
vey organized by the National Parks and Wildlife Service. 

The Dirktor of the Service, Mr D. A. Johnstone, said a propor- 
tion of duck hunters wifl receive a specially prepared survey card 
with their ticence. 

The anonymous pre-paid, pre-addressed survey card contains 
requests for information which should be completed and posted 
to the Service at the conclusion of the open season. 

The 1977 Open Season for wild duck hunting is scheduled to 
commence one hour before sunrise on Saturday, March 19th 
and will close one hour after sunset on Sunday, June5th. 

Bag limits have been set at a total of 20 ducks on the opening 
day and 10duckson each subsequent day. 

The species of ducks that may be shot are as follows: Blackr 
Duck, Wood Duck, Grey Teal, Chestnut Teal, Mountain Duck. 
Hardhead Duck, Pinkear Duck and Shoveler. Mr Johnstone re- 
minded hunters that hunting is prohibited in all National Parks, 
Nature Reserves, Historic Sites, Wildlife Refuges and State 
Forests. 

Mr Johnstone stressed that the service in issuing the survey 
cards was not trying to find shooters exceeding the legal bag 
limit. 

He explained: "Scientific Officers will use the information on 
. the cards to estimate the number and species of ducks shot by 

licensed hunters. 
This information is essential for the management of waterfowl 

in this State. 
By co-operating with thissurvey the hunter will be assisting to 

ensure that ducks are always in a plentiful supply during the 
open season. 

The Service would also like to receive with the cards any com- 
ments hunters feel are relevant in regard to duck hunting or 
duck management in New South Wales". 

To ensure the survey is a succescr the Service asks hunters to 
follow some basic rules. 

e AH cards must be filled in honestly and correctly as inacL 
curate information will make the wh0leSu~ey useless. 
s Survey cards should be returned whether a person actuaily 

gaes hunting or not. 
e If the hunter does not bag any ducks the hunting dates 

must be completed on the card. All spaces must be left blank 
where the card requests hunters to'fill in the number of ducks 
shot. 
s Even if the hunter buys a licence and receives a survey card 

but does not go hunting, the card should be returned with "No 
Hunting" written across the card. 
e Thesuccessof thewrvey depends on each hunter returning 

the survey cards. Hunters are requested not to fill in details for 
their shoot in^ companions as the Service wants to know how 
'many ducks Gere shot by each hunter, not by each group. 

A list of licenceissuing points is available from A.C.T.A. offic. 

I.S.'U. Scene ' 
One or two matters relating to I.S.U. shooting need clarifica- 

tion. Thefirst relates to I.S.U. Skeet. From 1st January 1977, all 
I.S.U. Skeet events should be shot in the new sequence. This 
was advised on page 15 of the December issue of the "News" 
and is repeated below: . . 

Clubs conducting I.S.U. Skeet events are asked to use the re- 
vised round for all future competitions. (The purpose of the 
change is tospeed up times for each round). 

The second point is on the matter of qualifying rounds for 
selection for the Australian Trap and Skeet Team being con- 
sidered for the 1977 Antibis (France) World Moving Target 
Championships. Thus far, not one score has been sent to the 
National Office for recording - is no one interested?

shooting, I make no attempt to concentrate on anything, letting 
mv mind and bodv rest and relax. I let mv mind wander where it 
wfil. I may be thinking of the restaurani where we got a good 
meal last night and whether to go there again tonight. And f ' l l  
hear every airplane that goes over and every noise in the back- 
ground and all the other distractions that seem to bother 
shnntars - . . - -. - . - . 

Then, when the man on. my left fires, I load and mentally slip 
mv concentration switch to "on" position as I raise the oun. For 
the four or five seconds it takes tb position the gun, caii for the 
target and fire, I maintain total concentration for the business at 
hand, and block out all distractions for those few seconds. As 
the gun comes down after firing, I slip the switch to "off" posi- 
tion and revert to my relaxed restful status until it is my turn 
again. 

This method of turning your concentration on and off may not 
be easy as I've described it, and it may not work for everyone, but 
,once the technique is mastered it will help. It works best for me. 
And as I've mentioned before, I've tried just about everything.
