I recently mentioned the idea in this column of the
ACTA being able to directly deal with the shooters ie
sending of accounts for the collection of subscriptions.
The Board felt that if a proper process was in place we
would keep more members. One South Australian club,
Monarto-Alexandra has made a suggestion that it
would be better for clubs to be “required” to chase up
payment, with the club being given a couple of months
to do this after which time the matter would be handed to the ACTA to deal
with. I can understand the clubs concern of being taken totally out of the process
of collecting subscriptions and perhaps this proposal would be a suitable
compromise. Thanks for the constructive input Monarto. Further input from
members on this issue is welcome.

Work on the National Grounds has received some setbacks lately with the
weather this year making progress impossible for months at a time. Flooding has
resulted in damage to some traphouses and reconstruction is underway at the
moment. Our situation in a floodplain does not help but this year’s record floods
won’t be an annual event.

The Association closed its membership year with just on 13000 members for
2010 up on 2009. A large portion of the increase can be attributed to Victoria
where a major push was made by some clubs to join up what had been “social
members” a category not recognised by the ACTA. I thank those clubs for
making this effort and encourage other clubs to do the same. Persons using your
facilities, your insurance and your Club and Association name without paying
the proper registration are a threat to the Associations future and a possible
legal liability. Membership fees are after all only equivalent to a few cartons of
beer and provides proper liability insurance cover, substantial life and accident
cover, an improving magazine, and a voice with legislators, and sponsors of

the shooting sports alike. Sponsorship and fighting oppressive legislation are
numbers games so help get the numbers up by
joining up the freeloaders, and protect your sport.

There have been a number of enquiries regarding the Insurance
policies and the coverage offered. There are a number of policies the
ACTA has to cover its Member Clubs and the Association, all with
their own set of criteria for coverage. These are on the Website as are
the certificates of currency and also the Constitution.

There is some confusion even after our mail-out to club secretaries with
the policy regarding shooters entering events and their Status.

| refer all to the Constitution which is the backbone of the Association.

38.1 Registration with the Association

“The Association shall keep a register of shooters and no person
may enter or compete at an Association competition, event, or
at any competition or event conducted by a Member State or
Member Club appointed for that purpose, unless such person
is registered with the Association as a registered shooter and is
not in arrear with his or her registration fees”.

As shooting targets, or competition constitutes an event, only financial
ACTA members may shoot at an ACTA dffiliated ground. The option
of joining would be the only avenue available to enable them to shoot.

Our Insurance is based on our constitution and any failure to comply
with the constitution could render the Insurance invalid. If this were
the case the Club & their office bearers could be held responsible.

With regard to visitors “This reference is to visiting shooters from
other ACTA Clubs” or a person who comes to your club with the
intent of joining. They are allowed to shoot 3 times before being
required to join. This is to be used as a recruiting tool not a perceived
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loop hole to extend rights to those from other associations.

I find it hard to believe clubs would want to allow unaffiliated
shooters to walk in, pay the same money as a member, shoot without
contributing to the Club at all, not contribute to the cost of running
the club(including insurance) perhaps win and take the prizes without
being a financial member. As a member of the ACTA and a Club

I would not be impressed.

We now have online registration of our National events.
You can access these through our website, once you have lodged the
form you will receive an automated confirmation. This is another tool
to ensure members are able to use the latest technology. This form is
virtually the same as the hard copy of the nomination form.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY - NATIONAL TRAP CHAMPIONSHIPS

If a vacancy exists in any events at the Championships a person must nominate for all events they wish to
shoot at the nomination window in one visit. To be eligible to shoot in any event the nomination must be
received before 10.00am on the day of the event.

In the event of any shooter not being able to produce his/her Handicap Card, a duplicate shall be issued for the
duration of the National Championships. This card will then be forwarded to the Club Secretary to enable scores shot
to be recorded.

Note: A $20 fee will be charged for the issue of any duplicate Handicap Card.

Squads of 6 to shoot 50 targets/75 targets in brackets of 25, one visit only to the traps. Squads of 6 to shoot
100 targets in brackets of 50, two visits to the traps. National Handicap event to be 5 (five) person squads, 5 (five)

targets per lane.

Shooters will be Pre-squadded as per ACTA rules and regulations and any interpretation of this will be the
responsibility of the Tournament Director. Withdrawing from an event should (if possible) be done giving 48
hours notice in writing (if possible) prior to the event or by ringing the National Office and leaving a message
after hours.

Each shooter is to take enough cartridges to shoot at 50 targets/75 targets. A time limit of two minutes will be
imposed for the changeover for each 25 targets. Should the two-minute time limit be exceeded then a penalty of the

LOSS OF ONE TARGET will be incurred.

Shooters who fail to be at their squad on time will be required to shoot at a designated trap at a time suitable to
management

Should a shooter being late for his squad then elect to withdraw from the event he will not be eligible for any refund of
nominations paid.

All shooters must sign the score sheet after each 25 targets. Once a shooter has signed his score sheet he has
accepted his score and grade. Any score sheet not carrying the shooters signature will be credited with the lowest
score recorded.

All competitors will be called upon to referee and/or score throughout the period of competition. The persons’

designated to referee and score must fulfil their obligation to do so. While replacement referee and scorers are
permissible, the penalty of a loss of one target for their failing to officiate shall be made against the officially

designated person. Failure to either referee or score will incur a penalty of the LOSS OF ONE TARGET in the next
event. Should a following event not be programmed then the penalty of the LOSS OF ONE TARGET will be incurred
in the event concerned.

Any unauthorised shooter interfering with or attempting to interfere with the trap will be penalised FIVE (5) TARGETS.
All disputes must be in writing together with $20 deposit, which is refundable subject to the appeal being upheld.

All disputes and deposits must be lodged with the Tournament Director, who shall arrange a hearing with the
appointed jury.

Optional sweep/purse nominations shall be noted on a separate form from shooting nominations and are not
refundabile.

Optional sweep/purse prizes will be available for collection on the following day of each event with the exception of the
final day. All payments must be signed for and proof of identification given if requested.

When team selection is involved, shooters who are eligible for the open team selection as well as section teams shall
chose in which team they will be selected. They cannot compete in both Open and Section teams.

Any eligible competitor paying nominations is entitled to receive awards in the Open section, Womens, Juniors or
Veterans section, however the overall winner cannot take any grade and section prize.

A minimum of three persons must compete in any Grade or Section, including High Gun before sashes, medals
trophies and/or cash are awarded, irrespective of nomination paid.

Any interpretation of the program and conditions of entry will be the responsibility of attending members of the
Executive Committee, whose decision shall be final.

An acceptable standard of dress is required for all competitors, Tournament Director to adjudicate.

Reduced Nominations shall apply to Juniors and Sub-Juniors. Also partners’ entering into the same event whose
nomination is lodged at the same time as a member paying full nomination fees. Shooters paying reduced Noms are
eligible for Overall, Grade and section prizes.

All Competitors must comply with Firearms Licensing Laws in their State of residence and in the State
hosting the National Trap Championships.

Payment of the nomination fee only entitles the shooter to enter the event. Changes to the program including the
number of targets shot will not be eligible to any refund.

SKILLS AUDIT

This article directly follows on from last
month. Last month we looked at goal
setting. While setting goals is a necessary
component for improving performance, it
is also boring and doesn’t get the attention
that it deserves.

For most of us it is easy to look at the bigger picture goals and work
towards winning a championship, etc but there are more minor
and concrete goals that we have to achieve before the bigger picture
goals can be achieved. Goal setting is always best done from the top
down: start from where you want to get to and then look at the steps
you have to achieve to get there. If you re-read last month’s article
you will get an idea of how to set the bigger picture goals.

What are the steps to taking goal setting further?
The first step is a skills audit. What is a skills audit you ask?

A skills audit is a process where you, or better still, you and your
coach, look at the skills required to play your sport and what your
strengths and weakness are. ldentifying strengths and weakness
are important because it is the weaknesses you need to work on,
improve and master.

For most sports and shooting is no exception, skills can be divided
into three groups: Technical, Physical and Mental.

What are the technical skills for shooting? Gun fit, stance, swing
and follow through, pre-shot routine, post-shot routine, lead, hold
point, cartridge and choke selection.

What are the physical skills for shooting? Fitness, strength, stamina,
muscle memory and movement, breathing, etc.

What are the mental skills required for shooting? Goal setting, con-
centration, relaxation, attention, visualization, mental rehearsal,

Now, whilst skills can be divided into these three groups, it is
the integration and synergy (that is: two or more agents working
together to produce a result not obtainable by any of the agents
independently) of the groups that is important. For example,
it doesn’t matter how good a your swing or follow through is,
how competent your are at visualizing, if you are not strong enough
to pick up your gun over and over again, you will not be able to
qualify for the shoot off, let alone keep going for a long run in the
shoot off.

For the technical skills, utilizing a good coach will help you make
sure you are doing the right things. This is often an issue for
shooters, golfer, bowlers, etc because once they get to a certain
level they believe that coaching is not important and develop a

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comfortable pattern and just continue doing what feels right, rather
than question if it is right.

For physical skills, it is probably even more important. None of us
ever get younger but we either do not realize that we are getting
older or we are just in denial and do not accept the inevitable.
For most of the population, as we get older we lose muscle tone,
flexibility, stamina, speed, sight and hearing. Losses in any or all
of these areas will have an impact on our performances as well as
our perception of ourselves as either a person or an athlete. Fortu-
nately for shooting, the sport relies heavily on muscle memory: this
means that because we do the same movements over and over again,
week in week out, year in year out, our muscles ‘learn” what to do
and the movements become automatic and are easily executed at
a subconscious level. Sometimes however, we lose some of our
abilities and our performance suffers because we do not realize that
we are no longer as fit or as flexible as we were. This problem is
multiplied many times if we are in pain: hip, knee, shoulder
problems, etc. Consulting a physiotherapist, to get strengthening
exercises may assist before we develop strategies to deal with the
discomfort or pain. For most of us as we get older, regular exercise:
swimming, walking, cycling, etc coupled with core strengthening
exercises such as pilates or yoga and some resistance training such as
weights, will mean that we will be enjoying our sport for longer. Of
course this must be coupled with eliminating any negative aspects
such as excessive drinking, smoking and or other drugs.

So this leaves us with mental skills. Just as technical skills require a
coach and physical skills require a physiotherapist, mental skills are
best learnt by accessing a sport psychologist or doing some guided
study under the direction of a sport psychologist. Mental skills such
as mental rehearsal, visualization, attention, concentration and
relaxation can be easily learnt and then practiced regularly both in
and out of competition. Coupled with these skills is a need to change
thinking: eliminating negative self talk, challenging irrational beliefs,
exploring personal motivation, dispelling past judgments and coping
with the anxiety of future. The two main aspects of mental skills are
learning to stay in the present and dealing with the process rather
than focusing on the product.

Where to now? Look carefully at yourself: what are your technical
strengths and where can you improve. How is your health, stamina
and physical fitness? Do you need to do some work on your fitness,
reduce blood pressure, lose some weight or quit smoking? Are you
able to attend, concentrate, focus, relax, etc? What are your mental
skills strengths and where do you need help?

Get a piece of paper: fold it three columns headed technical, physical
and mental. In blue write down strengths under each heading, then
in red write down what skills you need help with. When you have
identified where you need help: go out and get it.

For those readers interested in how the targets went across the
floodwater. They skipped across the water and it was very impres-
sive when hit. (If they were missed, because they were upside down
they just floated downstream.) When we changed the angle of the
plate, they hit the water and ‘bounced’ up at a random angel which
was much more fun.

As stated in Firearms Act 1996, Section 54 “A person must not cause an
advertisement for the sale of a firearm or firearm part to be published
unless:

(a) the person is a licensed firearm dealer, or

(b) the proposed sale is to be arranged by or through a licensed firearm
dealer and the advertisement contains such particulars as may be
prescribed by the Regulations”.

The Regulation states, “For the purposes of section 54(b) of the Act, the

following particulars are prescribed in relation to an advertisement for the

sale of a firearm that is arranged by or through a licensed firearms dealer.
(a) the licence or permit number of the seller,

(b) the name and address of the dealer concerned.”

The Firearms Act 1996 applies to both the Publisher and the individual
placing the advertisement.

IT°"S YOUR CALL
by Bill McCarthy

Your refereeing duties have placed you in a situation where you

are faced with both experienced and novice shooters who are
partiality closing their gun in readiness for their next shot. The gun
is pointed “down range” or, if you like, towards the trap house. You
are uncertain as to your action,

What do you do?
It’s Your Call

Well there is no direct ruling you can make as to a won or lost target.
However, this is clearly a safety matter and should be address in
accordance with our rules on safety. Therefore, if you simply warned
the shooter that he is breaching the safety rules you would be quite
correct. Naturally, that warning should be done immediately it
occurs.

Clearly, there is a need for you to remind the shooter that under Rule
1.01(e) “All guns must remain fully open until the result of the previous
shot has been called.” Similarly, GRTS 9, also addresses this procedure.

GRTS 12 requires the Referee to speak to the shooter immediately

that any breach of the safety rules are broken. While there appears
that there is no direct penalty that the Referee can impose, continued
non-compliance should be refereed to Club Management which has the
power to act under Rule 1.01(k).

While some of these instances have not been common in the past, there
seems to be an interesting number of shooters who believe that their
gun is deemed to be open when not fully closed. The rules are quite
specific and fully open means just that.
