Sadly, for the second time, FITASC (International governing body for Sporting
Clays) adopted a negative attitude to the supporting event, which in this
case was to be an English Sportrap event, much the same as ACTA Sporting.
FITASC advised the South African association that their membership would be
in jeopardy if they went ahead with the Sportrap event and shooters would be
suspended. This being the case the South African Association had no choice
but to cancel the Sportrap event at short notice. It is hoped that as the next
event will be in the British Isles in 2017, the home of Sportrap, that the event
can go ahead without incident.

The next ICTSF event on the calendar is the World DTL being conducted in
Ireland in July 2016.

Rules Update

Following the meeting of Rules Supervisors held recently an updated and
altered Rule Book will be available on the website dfter being ratified with

all corrections, additions and alterations in Red to take effect from the [st
January 2016. The Association will no longer be producing a printed Rule book.
The book is easily downloaded from the website and much easier to read in
A4 size.

DTL Nationals

The DTL Nationals will be the first event where the new prizemoney format will
be used. Total prize value will exceed $80,000 and the breakup of the actual
payouts will appear with the program. Sponsors product will be given on top of
the advertised cash prize. This is what shooters have asked for so | suggest you
vote with your feet and support the event in numbers if you wish this format

to continue. The ACTA is taking a financial risk in guaranteeing set prizemoney
and this can only continue if events are well supported so encourage your
mates to come and take part. For 2016 the payouts have been calculated on
historical figures of attendance, and the amounts will be reviewed either up or
down dfter the 2016 events based on the attendance.

ACTA Constitution

The ACTA is continuing to work towards having a new constitution for presenta-
tion at the next AGM. The preferred model is to move to a Company Limited
by Guarantee and this is what we will be proposing. This proposal will provide
great benefits to the Association, allowing clubs to nominate board members
with the States then voting on the nominees. Nominee's resumes will be pub-
lished for all to see prior to elections. The current cumbersome and unwieldy
format we use with Executive members wearing too many hats will be a thing
of the past. Start considering now who your club believes would be a suitable
nominee either from within the membership or not, to lead the Association
forward without the workload and baggage of having to be a club, zone, and
state delegate.
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Shooting Australia

A recent article in the Weekend Australian by a prominent Olympian has
probably ruffled a few feathers at the Australian Sports Commission (ASC)
and Shooting Australia (SA) but | must say | couldn’t find much to disagree
with in the criticism as written. ACTA have raised dll these issues with SA in
the presence of ASC and Australian Institute of Sport (AlS) officials and they
adamantly stick to their line. Our sports long held basic belief that the highest
score always wins seems to be a real problem with them all, and we have yet
to be given a satisfactory reason why. We will continue to work on this issue.

Consultations

Firearms working policy group

ACTA attended what we believe will be the last consultative meeting of the
Firearms Working policy group. | thought at the end we may have been given
some insight into where this was all heading but it became obvious that all
Jjurisdictions had been told to tell the industry and sports representatives
present as little as possible. This position adopted leaves me with a great deal
of doubt about the goodwill initially expressed to us.

Field and Game Australia (FGA)
ACTA will be meeting with the FGA in November to discuss the many items of
mutual interest.

A report on this meeting will be in the January CTSN. We remain open to
discussions with any group that may share some mutual interests.

Executive Officer (EO)

The EO has met with most ACTA sponsors in the last month and is reporting a
very generous and positive stance being taken by all, especially leading up to
the 2018 World DTL which is to be hosted in Australia. Some have indicated
they will have overseas support for the event from their international suppliers
and mother companies.

Membership and Insurance

It has always been the case that to shoot on ACTA dffiliated clubs after
attending too many times to be considered a Bona Fide visitor, that you are
required to join. Our insurance company provides cover to club, zone and
state committee members and all individual members based on this simple
and well understood premise. We have just been reminded of this by our
Broker who has become aware of clubs arranging secondary cover intended for
non-registered shooters who are not Bona Fide visitors. Unfortunately arranging
secondary insurance cover does not change our constitution and acting outside
our constitution clearly voids any cover. We are aware of companies refusing to
offer secondary cover to one club and another club has been advised they will
be refunded a premium already paid.

There are a lot of questions we need to ask ourselves here.

Firstly any ACTA member shooting at our dffiliated clubs needs to know with
confidence that he is fully protected for liability, loss of income etc. | can say
that you are almost certainly insured when at a club abiding by the constitu-
tion as | know ACTA have paid the premium, on time, and arranged the best
possible cover. | do not know if any particular club has paid any insurance,
what the cover is or whether it is suitable, or adequate, and neither do you.

Secondly the ACTA ensure the committees of all entities within the association
are protected with officers and director’s liability insurance provided they are
acting legally and constitutionally. | ask committee members, why would you
Jjeopardise your financial future by risking liability if an incident occurs at your
club by deliberately acting outside the ACTA constitution?

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Executive Officer’s Report

It is exciting to be able to report on the progress of the recommendation of
the Executive Committee to move the National body to a company limited
by guarantee and to share the process of achieving this business decision.
Much of the business side of the Association is independent from the conduct
of the sport. The rules, National, State and Club competitions are “sport
specific” and there is no question the expertise to conduct the sport should
come from within.

The initial acceptance of the new structure including the new Constitution
based on the model rules (as required) would be dealt with at the AGM in
April 2016. If accepted, the voting changes would come into effect at the
AGM 2017. This means the Board as it stands in 2015 would be the Inaugural
Board of the Australian Clay Target Association LTD.

The proposed structure would have Four Board members and up to three
appointed Board members.

Elected Board members would step down dfter serving two years except in
2017 where two retiring members will have served One Year. Those stepping
down are eligible for re-election for a maximum three terms consecutively. The
appointed members would be appointed for a two year term, again they can
be re-appointed dfter their term for a maximum of three terms.

The proposed structure would then see two new Board members elected from
the nominations received each year giving each elected member at least two
years on the Board. Nominations will come from Member Clubs to their State

Thirdly and equally important why would full paid up members acting in
accordance with the constitution let their club join up members without sub-
scribing them to the ACTA, putting everybody involved at risk? Why would you
let members of the public use facilities built up over many years by volunteers
without paying the same as all other members to ensure all are properly and
equally protected?

ACTA are not moving any goal posts here, but by their own actions are
Jjeopardising the comprehensive protection package offered by the ACTA to all
members. If you are the one that'’s injured and the responsible party is not an
ACTA member, ringing ACTA probably won't help much?

ACTA do not advertise the payouts made by our insurers but | will say there
have been payouts covered by our insurer in the high six figures. The integrity
of the whole protection package is being jeopardised by a few. | do not believe
we can allow this situation to continue.

The nominations
committee would then evaluate the candidates with their finding published in
the CTSN on the website and the ACTA face-book site. The States would also
become the voting members at the AGM. The ACTA currently has over 260
clubs, however we struggle to secure a quorum at the AGM, it is achieved
mainly through proxy votes.

We now have 2016 membership renewals available online, if you are a current
member you can go to http://mypage.claytarget.com.au/ and renew directly
with the ACTA which includes your Club, Zone and State fees, or you can

pay at your club, have the Secretary process your membership through
https://secure.claytarget.com.au and your membership label will be posted

the day after it is received in the National office. It should take no longer than
one week from when your Secretary, or you renew your membership until you
receive your label. If you are a new member you need to go through a Club as
it is currently.

Clubs are still only billed for their Club component (monthly, 30 day account);
all Club, Zone and State fees collected by the Club are dealt with in the same
manner as previous.

All secretaries are requested to enter renewals at least once per week (or
shoot/practice day) if the club does not shoot often. In these days of legal
compliance and our duty of care to all members regarding requirements for
gun owners to be members of a Club is a service introduced to ensure all
information is relevant and current.

Members should not have to wait any more than a week for their 2016 label
after payment.

Usual routine of practice from 9.00am with
competition from 10.00, and of course, the usual
famous barbecue lunch!

Rule Interpretation

One rule that is constantly asked for inter-
pretation is the one that involves inward
handicap movement after downgrading. This
rule although quite clear in our rules, seems
to be somehow read incorrectly. Let's put
the interpretation to rest once and for all.

Essentially any "earned metreage', that is any metre
achieved by a win, by percentage or by shootng 50
straight from your handicap mark must be kept.

Any minimum metreage given in response to a
higher grade, lets call this "applied metreage", can be
restored back to the handicap mark the shooter had
attained before being moved to that higher grade,
providing that no extra metreage had been earned
while shooting in that higher grade.

A few scenarios will best explain the rule.

Scenario one — a AA grade shooter records a win
under any of the conditions of ("EARNED metreage"
Rule 2.02) and moves to 22 metres, he is then
downgraded to A grade, he would still shoot from the
22 metre mark in handicap shooting.

Scenario two — a B grade shooter earns a handi-
cap of 18 metres and is re-graded to A grade. The
minimum handicap for A grade is 19 metres. Con-
sequently if the shooter is downgraded back to B grade,
he will return not to the B grade minimum of 7
metres but to the mark earned. That is |8 metres.

Scenario three — a A grade shooter over a period of
time earns 2 metres and is shooting handicap from
21 metres. He is then upgraded to AA (minimum 21
metres) and eventually downgraded back to A grade.
His handicap will remain at 2| metres.
Scenario four — a C grade shooter with a handicap
of 15 metres is moved to B grade (minimum han-
dicap 17 metres) and dfter 600 targets with no
handicap wins returns to C grade. His handicap would
revert to |5 metres.
Downgrading can only occur as per Rule
2.03 (Inward movement). Rule 2.03b is very
specific to this circumstance.
See below:
2.03 INWARD MOVEMENT
(b) When downgrading occurs
(for example, A to B) a shooter’s
handicap will return to the
minimum metreage for that grade,
providing no earned metreage
above the minimum has applied
under the handicapping formula.

Laetisha Scanlan Ladies Ist, Kelly Coogan Ladies 2nd) & Penny Smith Ladies 3rd & Junior 2nd

for grabs. Starting from scratch in the semi final
meant all girls were now a chance to win the cash
but after shooting a |2 in the semi and 12 in the
Gold Medal match Laetisha was able to hold her
nerve and finish on top. Penny Smith coming a
very close 2nd with 12 + || and Kelly Coogan
3rd with 10 + 13. Well done girls.

In the Mens Final we saw both Craig Henwood &
Nidal Asmar record |65, Mitchell lles 163, Adam
Vella 162, Jeff Tonna 161 and Steve Trembath
(after a short shoot off with Todd Malone) on
160 make the top 6. The crowd had gathered to
see if Nidal could win his brother’s money back
& more importantly claim his first ever red sash.

The semi final saw the positions see-saw around
with everyone being right in it until the last few
shots. Nidal had powered his way into the gold
medal match with a strong 14/15. Mitchell lles
had looked set to join him but missed his last 2
targets in the semi to open the door for Adam
Vella to take the last spot in the Gold medal match
with 13.

Will Nidal ever break through and win a red sash?
| guess we will have to wait now until 2016 to
see.
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Over the last couple of years, both my competitive
and my administrative activities have been curtailed
for a variety of reasons. Consequently, my grasp
on the intimate workings of our sport has become
increasingly insulated. Therefore, these days | tend
to devote my time and attention more to my role
as ACTA Historian and leave the politics and run-
ning of our sport to those whose fingers should be
closer to its pulse. However, just lately a couple of
things have caused me to temporarily re-evaluate
that position.

Responsibilities

The first is the amount of negative discussion gen-
erated by the alterations to both the timing and
programming of this year’s Trap Nationals. And
the second is the number of people who have
contacted me and suggested that due to the expe-
rience | have amassed over many years as both
a cutting edge competitor and a coal face admin-
istrator; | have a responsibility to at least share my
thoughts on our current problems and offer some
potential solutions. Now while | agree that we
seem to have strayed a fair way off the beaten track
recently with some of these decisions, no-one
ever said the job was easy.

A Balancing Act

The first problem is that very few of these decisions
are black and white in regards to right and wrong.
They are almost always a shade of grey due to the
fact that they usually involve some degree of trade
off. And the second is that a very good short term
decision can often have very bad long term effects.
That's why it's so important to have a good grasp
on the big picture when making these decisions.
The real trick is to try to get that balance right.
Anyway, in order to construct what | believe is the
most workable template possible, | shall break the
situation down into its two separate components:
Timing and Programming.

A Good Start

As far as timing is concerned | reckon we're in the
right forest but | think our problems stem from the
fact that we're barking up the wrong tree. In broad
terms summer is too hot and dusty, winter is too
cold and wet and spring is too windy. Thus autumn
is clearly the most stable and pleasant time of the
year. Probing even further, March is still a tad early
and a bit warm and thus best left to our Tasman
cousins whose greater distance from the equator
is more suited to early autumn. Correspondingly,
the month of May is too close to our winter equi-
nox and thus provides a lack of both daylight and
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warmith, as our Skeet shooters found to their det-
riment when they moved there from November
back in 2008.

But a Hard Road

So as | alluded to above, by holding the Nationals
in April, we're at least in the right forest. But as
we traditionally use the early part of April, it leaves
us barking up the Easter tree and that's where all
the grief emanates from. Easter is a religious hol-
iday based on the changing phases of the moon
and therefore not fixed on
the calendar. Its potential
timing spread generally
ranges from late March
to mid April and thus any
event deliberately sched-
uled during that timeframe
is going to leave you firmly
entrenched in the Pando-
ra's Box that this variation
delivers. And ours is right
in the middle of that!

Easter - The date
variation is nowhere
near as palatable as the
chocolate eggs

Down to Business

The way | see it we have four available options.
One — We can shift the date back into March far
enough to dodge Easter. Two — We can leave the
date in the Easter spectrum and just roll with it
when they clash. Three — Again we can leave the
date within the area of Easter’s influence and then
move it somewhere else whenever a clash occurs,
which is what we usually do at the moment. And
Four — We can move the date sufficiently further
back in April to avoid Easter’s occurrence.

Definitely No Cigar

As we so noticeably demonstrated this year,
Option One is clearly the worst alternative and
for several different reasons. For a start the pre-
dictable clash with Duck Opening proved to be
less than our finest hour. Even those not directly
involved, could not see any merit in putting a lot
of people in the unenviable position of having to
choose between attending either the ACTAs pre-
mier competition event, or field shooting’s biggest
social occasion of the year. However the closing of
the gap between the New Zealand and Australian
Trap Nationals was an even worse problem. Let's
assume for a moment that New Zealand continue
to span the first two weekends of March as is their
usual custom and we span the first two weekends
of April as is our normal practice when Easter
doesn't rock our boat.

Boxed In

Practical experience has shown that this barely
leaves enough time for shooters on either side
of the Tasman to get back to work after at least
a week off and tidy things up in preparation for
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another similar absence. Any further closure of this
gap simply minimises the number of shooters from
either country who are able to attend both of the
two biggest events on the Trapshooting calendar
each year. That fundamental problem was high-
lighted this year by both the reduced attendance of
overseas visitors and the corresponding reduction
in international winners at both events. And even
more significant was a by-product of this issue:
the negative affect that it has on the second most
important International Team Shoot that the ACTA
contests each year.

Another Dead End

After the Macintosh Postal Match between most
of the countries of the British Commonwealth,
the annual shoulder to shoulder Team Shoot
between Australia and New Zealand for the Tom
Glenn Cup is undoubted the next most pres-
tigious Team Event on our calendar. On the even
numbered years, when the Match is contested
in New Zealand, equity would not be affected
by Option One. However, on the uneven num-
bered years, any decrease in the current barely
adequate preparation time for the New Zealand
team has such a detrimental affect on their ability
to field a competitive team in Australia, that equity
is severely compromised. Think passports, afford-
able airfares, gun permits etc.

Nowhere to Go

Options two and three are best considered as a
pair, as the arguments for either deliberately co-
coordinating the Nationals with Easter whenever
it falls in early April or of actively trying to avoid
this situation have been going on forever and are
probably no closer to a resolution now than they
have ever been. Unfortunately the reason for this
impasse is probably that it's more a matter of try-
ing to decide which alterative provides the least
problems, rather than which one has the most
advantages. Initially | personally leaned towards
avoiding Easter, but as that necessitates the con-
stant date changes that | strongly oppose, both
options leave me in the same Catch 22 quagmire
and therefore | don't think the right answer lies
with either.

The Best Option

By default this leaves Option Four, which in my
opinion seems to be our best solution. It provides
the best outcome to all the matters addressed
above and has only two minor downsides. The
first is that moving the Nationals back a couple of
weeks to bridge the last two weekends of April
eliminates the opportunity to utilise daylight saving.
But as the only way to achieve this objective would
require reverting to some form of Option One,
the overall worst alternative, then for all intents and
purposes it is unfortunately a confusing distraction
and an unattainable “red herring”. The only other
disadvantage of a move to a slightly later date is the
reduction in usable hours of daylight, but the actual
loss, like the scope of the move, is sufficiently small
that it pales into insignificance when compared to
the advantages. Bottom line? Move the date of the
Trap Nationals to the end of April and lock it there
for at least three years, at the end of which | doubt
if anyone will advocate another move!



Revisit History

Now, what do we need to do to fix the pro-
gram? Well for a start we should look back to the
mid 1990s where | think we had it pretty right.
But a number of “trade off” decisions, including
an arguably good one to try to keep us within
one working week, have unfortunately created a
number of unforeseen but undesirable byprod-
ucts. For a start, one of the fundamentally bene-
ficial aspects they appreciated back then was the
need to hold the two most desirable events on
the weekend. This attracts the maximum number
of people who live within 500km and/or six hours
drive, to attend at least these two events and
then we benefit from the positive on-flow that
this precipitates.

The Best Chances

Obviously the two most attractive events for
everyone outside the “top fifty” shooters in the
country are the Handicap and the Double Bar-
rel. The first because it's the one event “the rest
of us” might actually win and the second because
it's the one in which we have the greatest chance
of at least making the shoot-off and perhaps staying
there for a little while. So to achieve the most effi-
cient allocation of available time on each day, the
program should start on Saturday with the State
Shoulder to Shoulder Team Shoot, the Opening
Ceremony and the Grand Australian Handicap.
By retaining this event at 50 targets and due to its
inherent degree of difficulty, even with a late start,
it should be wound up that day. Even if it wasn't, it
could easily be finalised early the next day.

Make it Memorable

Sunday would be the Double Barrel and by keep-
ing it to 50 targets as well, you achieve two desir-
able things. First you get the shoot-off started just
after lunch which should then enable you to get
the shoot-off down to no more than a couple of
squads by dark. Plus you allow the maximum num-
ber of people to at least get a start in the shoot-
off, which as | said before, is one of the realistically
achievable goals for “the rest of us” and therefore
one of the highlight of our Nationals and corre-
spondingly the thing that brings us back again next
year.

Pressure Relief

And as a logical extension of this thought process,
it's important to present all the awards that have
already been finalised on this day. The minority of
the Double Barrel prizes remaining can be pre-
sented after they're finalised. Plus by rescinding the
previous “trade off” decision to move the Macin-
tosh events to the end of the week, you remove
the urgency to conclude the Double Barrel any-
way. Although I'm not necessarily advocating it,
by doing it this way and if correctly organised, the
finalisation of this “premiere” shoot-off could then
continue, without any “manipulation”, to entertain
the crowd in front of the clubhouse all day every
day for the rest of the week if need be.

Time to Back Up

Most of the criticism of this year’s program related
to the unprecedented break up of the Macintosh
events and the first scheduling of a lay day in
the middle of the program since the archaic law

prohibiting shooting on Sundays was rescinded.
Not only were both changes extremely un-
popular, but unfortunately both were “band aid”
fixes which were tacked on to try to overcome
the problems created by the “trade off” decision
to move the Macintosh events to the end of
the program anyway. Clearly this is all the more
reason to move them back again as soon as
possible.

Misguided Misalignment

Regarding the Macintosh break up, for all sorts
of different reasons, there are occasionally times
in all our lives when attending the Nationals in its
entirety is a “hard ask” and an abbreviated attend-
ance is the only viable alternative. In almost all such
cases the three Macintosh events are inevitably
the best option. As | explained a couple of months
ago, for everyone outside the “top fifty” shooters,
another one of the conceivably achievable positive
outcome for “the rest of us” is making, or even
almost making, the Macintosh Team. Unneces-
sarily eliminating this potential achievement for
those people was never going to shine brightly in
hindsight either.

Long Overdue

And then we implement another long overdue
change: swapping the order of the other two
Macintosh qualifying events around to schedule
100 targets Points Score on Monday. This solves
some other problems that have reared their
heads recently. Ever since we reached the stage
where the Double Barrel wasn't usually finished
by lunchtime of the second day, personal long
breaks in the Double Barrel event have been
broken in the middle by participation in the Single
Barrel. And as frustrating as this has been for the
shooters involved, spare a thought for the girls
in the Office trying to sort out the various Break
Badge claims, which are further complicated by
the differentiation between |5 metre breaks and
“Rule Book breaks” which allow other “non 15m”
targets to be added.

Fringe Benefits

By default this means Tuesday becomes 100 tar-
gets of Single Barrel and the advantages of these
program changes just continue to emerge. Cur-
rently the late afternoon of the second Macintosh
day effectively becomes “wasted” time. And then
the afternoon of the third qualifying day turns
into a logistical nightmare. After all the placings in
that days event have been tidied up, we have to
conduct all the various shoot-offs to determine
all the members of the four separate Macintosh
Teams. As these shoot-offs have the potential to
run long, we often end up with egg on our face
by then trying to conduct the Glenn Cup Team
Shoot in the half dark. The inversion of these
two days activities means the Glenn Cup can be
staged at the end of “day two” as our Team is
selected off our Points Score placings. Thus we
use all our available time each day much more
efficiently.

The Rest Falls into Place

Wednesday would be used for the Macin-
tosh Team shoot in the morning, followed by
its own various High Gun shoot-offs. And the

rest of the day would be filled by both of the
Deauville Doubles events, leaving the traps
set ready for any shoot-off carry overs, plus
|00 targets of Double Rise on Thursday. This
leaves Friday for 75 targets of the Champion
of Champions in one visit. The abbreviated
nature of this event, plus its added degree of
difficulty, allows an early enough finish to conduct
whatever shoot-offs are needed to tidy up the
various Overall High Guns and Team events
and still finish in good time. So there it is: nearly
fifty years of practical experience, from both sides
of the fence, condensed into two pages. Think
about it, discuss it with your State representa-
tives and let's see what can be done. And for all
those horrified by some of the above suggestions,
| offer another of my grandfather’s astute one-
liners: If you always do what you've always done,
you'll always get what you've always got!

NATIONAL ISSF DISCIPLINE CHAMPIONSHIPS
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

Any shooter wanting to compete at the ISSF Nationals must be a registered member of the ACTA for the current
financial year that the championships are being held.

In the event of any shooter not being able to produce his/her handicap card, a duplicate shall be issued for the
duration of the National Championships. This card will then be forwarded to the relevant Club Secretary to enable
scores shot to be recorded.

Note: A fee of $20 will be charged for the issue of any duplicate handicap card.

The Tournament shall be conducted in accordance with the ISSF Official Statutes, Rules and Regulations (ISSF
Rules) and where applicable, ACTA Shooting Rules (grading, teams etc). Targets to be shot in brackets of 25 for
Olympic Trap and ISSF Skeet with squads of 6 shooters where possible. In Double Trap targets to be shot in brackets
of 15 Pair (30 targets) with squads of 6 shooters where possible.

Pre Nominations to be received by close of business (Eastern Summer Time) Monday 11th January 2016. There is a
maximum of 126 competitors for ISSF Trap. If pre nominations exceed this number a standby list of 20 will be created
and used in case of withdrawals. If any vacancies exist in the program, it will be on a “first in” basis at an additional
cost of $10.00 per event to enter. Nominations at the championships close at 10.00am the day prior to the event if a
vacancy exists.

Shooters will be squadded as per the ISSF rules and any interpretation of this will be the responsibility of the
Tournament Director. Once squadding for an event has been completed, a shooter shall not be entitled to a refund if
they withdraw. Withdrawals after nominating and before squadding will be accepted in writing 48 hrs prior to the event.
Written notification is required for any eligible refund to be processed and should be sent to accounts @ claytarget.com.
au refunds will be processed within 30 days of the completion of the event and will incur an administration fee.

Each shooter is to take enough cartridges to shoot the applicable round.

Shooters who fail to appear in time for their squad will be penalised by the LOSS OF THREE TARGETS.

Should a shooter being late for his squad then elect to withdraw from the event he shall not be eligible for any refund
of nominations paid.

All shooters must sign the score sheet after each round. Once a shooter has signed his score sheet he has accepted
his score. Any score sheet not carrying the shooters signature will be credited with the score recorded on the sheet.
Any competitor may be called upon to referee and/or score throughout the period of competition. The persons
designated to referee/score or line referee must fulfil their obligation to do so or have obtained the service of a
suitable replacement that must be ready to take his place at the required time. In the event of the designated per-
sons or their replacement not being ready to take their place at the required time, the person initially designated to fill
the specific role will INCUR A PENALTY AS PRESCRIBED UNDER ISSF RULES.

Setting and adjusting of traps is the sole responsibility of Shoot Management. All shooters, coaches and team
officials are prohibited from entering the trap pits after the jury has examined and approved the trap settings.

All appeals must be in writing together with a $20 deposit and lodged with the Tournament Director. The $20 is
refundable if the appeal is upheld by the appointed jury.

When team selection is involved, shooters are eligible for section nominated. To be eligible for selection in any team,
competitors must have competed in both Commonwealth and National Championships.

High Gun awards are determined for each section. To be eligible for the High Gun recognition, competitors must
have competed in both programmed events for each respective High Gun. Gold Australia High Gun badges are only
awarded when there are 20 or more competitors in a section.

Junior male shooters are eligible for OA or their grade where applicable. Veteran male shooters are eligible for OA or
their grade where applicable.

Pre-nominations will only be accepted online on the form provided at www.claytarget.com.au

The ISSF Rules will be used to determine the OA placing in all events. ACTA rules will be used to determine grade
placing where applicable.

Junior to be under the age of 21 in the year of competition. Veteran to be over the age of 60 prior to January 1st 2016.
Any interpretation of the program and conditions of entry will be the responsibility of attending members of the
Executive Committee whose decision shall be final.

The standard of dress required for all competitors is that defined in the ISSF Rules (clothing).

All competitors must comply with Firearms Licensing Laws of the state. (When held in W.A a shooter must
obtain a permit to bring a firearm into that state).

Free junior nominations, open to any junior who has not competed in a national event of any discipline & only by
pre-nomination. Claim for this concession must be made at time of nominating & will not be refunded retrospectively.
Late nominations will not be eligible for this concession.

TIME TO RETHINK
YOUR GOALS

As this article will appear in the December
edition of the CTSN, | thought it would be
a good time to look at reviewing goal set-
ting so that when you look at the new year
you will what your goals and focus will be
for 2016.

Goal setting is an integral part of psychological skills. Goals allow you to have
a vision, which in turn allows you to plan towards meeting specific objectives.
As | have written about goals on many occasions and that they form the basis
of every workshop that | run, | thought that | would do some research first
to see if there are any new approaches to goal setting.

What | found was that there are no new approaches. What | also found
was that what | and others are teaching is up to date and in line with best
practice.

One of the websites www.executive-and-life-coaching.com provided excel-
lent information in an easy to read format that is free to download from
the net.

They also have a number of excellent worksheets to facilitate goal setting.
The rest is taken from their website.

A Brief Guide to SMART goal setting
A SMART goal is a goal that is specific, measurable, attainable, relevant and
time based. In other words, a goal that is very clear and easily understood.

SPECIFIC
The goal must clearly state what is to be achieved, by whom, where and
when it is to be achieved.

Sometimes it may even state why that goal is important.

Not all of these questions will apply to every goal, but it is important to ask
all the questions in order to assess how specific your goal is and make it as
clear as possible.

MEASURABLE

Measurability applies to both the end result and the milestones along the
way to attaining a goal. It answers the question of quantity — how much, how
often, how many? The milestones are signs along the way that will tell you
that you are on the right track to achieving your goal. It has been said that
what cannot be measured cannot be managed.

This is often true when it comes to goals. Sometimes it is difficult to measure
a goal, but at such times there is usually an indirect measure that can be
applied.

ATTAINABLE

You should ensure that the goals you set are achievable.

Firstly, you must believe that you can manage to do what you are setting out
to do. If you set goals that re unbelievable even to yourself it is very unlikely
you will achieve them.

This is equally important when setting goals for a group, such as in the
corporate setting. If the people for whom the goals are being set do not
believe they are attainable, it is unlikely they will work wholeheartedly
towards achieving them.

Agreement and participation in the SMART goal setting process is important
in such cases to ensure that most people are happy with how realistic the
goals are.
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Secondly, the goals must be possible, all things being equal. There is no point
setting a goal to float in the air and defy gravity using only your mind, for
instance. No matter how hard you try this won't be achievable.

Be careful however, that you do not limit yourself based on what other
people believe to be achievable or not. Set your own standards by under-
standing your own abilities, strengths and weaknesses.

RELEVANT
Your goals must be relevant to what you want to achieve in the short term
and the long term.

This sometimes overlaps with the goal being Specific, but it aims to ensure
that you put a time-frame to your goals. Someone said a goal is a dream with
a time-frame to it. Simply deciding by when you want to achieve something
can be a good motivator.

[t can prevent you from procrastinating because you know that you are
working to a deadline.

“Failing to plan is planning to fail”

If you find yourself unable to set a SMART goal it is more than likely that your
future plans are not clear enough and need to be worked on. Furthermore
do not get tempted to skip the process of SMART goal setting and “get on
with it” without fully analyzing your goals.

Doing this careful planning at the beginning will save you lots of time and
disappointment at a later stage and you will avoid making costly mistakes.

The Bendigo — Maryborough Sporting Challenge has been in existence for
six years and for the first time the Maryborough Club finally managed to get
their name on the trophy.

Teams of five shooters are chosen from each Club's top scorers on the day and the scores
from both rounds are added together to find the winner. Team members in one round
are not necessarily those in the second round and the event is shot over 75 targets at
each venue. This makes it possible for more competitors to be involved. Each winning
team member in each round receives a team medal incorporating the team badge of the
club conducting the round. This year the first round was held at Maryborough in August.
Maryborough won the round with a combined score of 315/350. Team members were
Col Macpherson, Jim Sawyer, Glenn Phillipson, Phil Stowe and Jim Shepherd.

(a) the licence or permit number of the seller,
(b) the name and address of the dealer concerned.”

The Firearms Act 1996 applies to both the Publisher and the individual placing the
advertisement.

INTRODUCTION TO CHANGE

Executive Summary

Introduction

The ACTA Executive committee agreed at its 2015 meeting to move
toward becoming a company limited by guarantee and adopt a governance
structure in line with contemporary standards. The proposal if adopted
will bring ACTA into line with currently accepted governance systems for
Australian national sporting organisations.

Why Change?

For many years the Australian Clay Target Association (ACTA) has oper-
ated using a constitution that has evolved over time into its current form.
This has resulted in many inconsistencies, additions, and modifications
that create issues with the governance and operation of the ACTA today.

Moreover, the regulatory landscape, laws and other environmental
factors have changed the way services are delivered, the way that an
organisation operates and the obligations it has in terms of compliance
with various state and federal agencies.

In order to create a stable framework for the future the proposed
new constitution follows the Company limited by Guarantee rules and
guidelines with a view to addressing the difficulties outlined above and to
establish sound foundations for the organisation for years to come.

Other associations that have moved toward a similar structure have
greatly benefited from the change.

What are the Changes?

The first major change is becoming a company limited by guarantee. At
present, despite being a national body, ACTA is registered as an incor-
porated association in accordance with Victorian law. While this has been
workable for many years our advice is that becoming a national company
limited by guarantee will provide a more efficient basis for administering
the sport of clay target shooting.

The second major change will be the reduction in the number of direc-
tors from |5 (2 from each state plus president) to a maximum of 7. Each
board member would be appointed for a term of 2 years which means
that approximately one third of the board would be refreshed each year
resulting in a degree of corporate knowledge being retained and con-
tinuity and stability being maintained.

Clubs will have the opportunity to nominate potential delegates to their
state association and the state associations will have the opportunity
to nominate a maximum of four delegates for final election. An inde-
pendent nomination committee will assess current needs of the board in
terms of specific skills/knowledge and rank candidates accordingly. State
associations will then vote on the final selection with one vote per state.

Directors will be subject to performance assessment which is not the
case at present.

Will the Changes Affect Individual Shooters?
No.
Will the Changes Affect the Clubs?

No. However clubs will have the opportunity to nominate potential
delegates to their respective state or territory association for election to
the board.

Will the Changes Affect the State and Territory Associations?

The changes will not affect the governance of the state associations.
However state associations will have the opportunity to nominate up to
four delegates for final selection of directors and will also vote on the final
selection. This will ensure the involvement of all state and territory associ-
ations in a manner that will be fair to all regardless of size.

In addition

Adoption of this model will not necessitate state associations to change
their constitutions to comply with the ACTA constitution. However in
the longer term it is quite possible that state and club associations will be
subject to similar pressures to change.
